	Mr. Burke welcomed the participants on the phone.  Mr. Booe provided the antitrust guidance and Mr. Burke reviewed the agenda for the meeting.  Mr. Booe noted that the agenda item 5 needs to be addressed first, as Mr. Gooding is only available for a short time.  Mr. Hodges moved to adopt the agenda as modified and Mr. Gooding seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition

	PAP 10 Discussion
	Mr. Gooding stated that he has volunteered to take the lead on behalf of the Task Force to address the assignments NAESB received related to PAP 10.  He has been in contact with Mr. Cox and will begin reaching out to other groups listed in the PAP 10 task table.  He noted that the Task Force needs to set reasonable deadlines for tasks 5 and 6.  Mr. Hodges cautioned the Task Force that parts of tasks 5 and 6 are dependent on the progress of other organizations.  Mr. Gooding stated that it would be plausible to have deliverables for the tasks by a May to June time frame.  The participants supported his statement.

	NAESB SGSTF Requirements Specification for NIST PAP 03
	Mr. Northey reviewed the NAESB SGSTF Requirements Specification for NIST PAP 03 document.  Ms. Pratt noted that the actors included in the document need to be coordinated with the Terms and Definitions for Actors document adopted by the Task Force during the previous meeting.  Mr. Northey stated that he attempted to coordinate the two documents but may need additional assistance if the documents are not aligned.  Ms. Pratt stated that she could work with Mr. Northey to make the necessary modifications.  The participants offered a few additional modifications to the document and Mr. Northey undertook to address them before the next meeting.  The Task Force agreed to postpone a vote on the document until the next meeting.

	Vote on NAESB SGSTF Requirements Specification for NIST PAP 09 - Wholesale
	Mr. Burke quickly reviewed the NAESB SGSTF Requirements Specification for NIST PAP 09 – Wholesale document and asked the participants if they had any modifications or comments.  Mr. Norton noted that the modification made to the Terms and Definitions for Actors document approved by the Task Force on January 28, 2010 syncing the definitions for “state regulator” and “local authority” was not included in the posted document.  Mr. Booe stated that he would make the modification when the NAESB staff formats the document into a NAESB standard prior to the formal comment period.  Mr. Phillips made a motion to approve the document with the modification suggested by Mr. Norton and post it for a thirty day formal comment period.  Mr. Norton seconded the motion.  The participants took a roll call vote on the motion and the motion passed unanimously. [V 1].

	Mr. Koch provided a quick status update of the NAESB SGSTF Requirements Specification for NIST PAP 09 – Retail document.
