	Mr. Burke welcomed the participants on the phone.  Mr. Booe provided the antitrust guidance and Mr. Burke reviewed the agenda for the meeting.  Mr. Koch suggested modifying the agenda so that the PAP 9 – Retail item is addressed first.  Mr. Booe noted that co-chairs specifically requested that the PAP 9 item be handled later in the meeting.  The participants adopted the agenda as drafted by consensus.

	PAP 10 Discussion
	Mr. Gooding stated that he provided target deadline dates of May and June for tasks 5 and 6 assigned to NAESB during the last NIST PAP 10 conference call.  He stated that he has contacted several volunteers to help address tasks 5 and 6 through the Task Force; however, the volunteers will be largely unavailable for the next few weeks as they are currently focused on addressing task 7.  The participants offered no comments or questions. 

	NAESB SGSTF Requirements Specification for NIST PAP 09 - Retail
	The participants reviewed the Comments on PAP 09 - Retail, Submitted by R. Kalisch, Midwest ISO.  Mr. Kalisch stated that his comments offer one substantive modification and several grammatical corrections.  His substantive modification proposed additional language to the executive summary to add clarity to the scope of the document.  The participants supported his modifications with the exception of his first proposed sentence.  Mr. Coe asked why section 2.4 in the introduction had been added to the document.  Mr. Hodges responded that the language was removed from another section and included in the introduction to provide commentary regarding the role of DER as addressed in the document.  Ms. Zientara and Mr. True provided additional minor grammatical corrections that were supported by the participants.

Next, the participants reviewed the updated NAESB SGSTF Requirements Specification for NIST PAP 09 - Retail document provided by Mr. Zhou.  Ms. Zientara moved to adopt the document, incorporating the modifications recommended by Mr. Kalisch and approved by the Task Force, and post it for a 30 day formal comment period.  Mr. Chui seconded the motion.  The participants took a roll call vote and the motion passed unanimously. [V 1].
