	PAP 10 Work Plan
	Mr. Gooding reviewed the work plan he developed to address tasks five and six of priority action plan 10.  Mr. Wollman provided the background of priority action plan 10 and reviewed the Twiki website (http://collaborate.nist.gov/twiki-sggrid/bin/view/SmartGrid/PAP10EnergyUsagetoEMS) dedicated to the effort.  The participants agreed that it the survey that will be distributed as part of task five should include companies in the natural gas industry.  Mr. Colmer asked if the energy usage information that will be identified in the survey will be only the meter data.  Mr. Gooding stated that the energy usage information should be more than what is produced by the meter and could come from independent channels.  Ms. Pratt asked if priority action plan 10 is calling for the development of a protocol.  Mr. Gooding stated that priority action plan 10 should produce an information model not a protocol.  Ms. Pratt stated that the goal of the survey should be clearly articulated as well as an explanation of how the survey information will inform tasks six through eight of priority action plan 10.  Ms. Pratt also stressed the importance of getting responses from the correct persons within each company.  Mr. Gooding stated that he would like to receive around 50 responses.  Mr. Gooding stated that he will develop a more detailed plan and provide some clear goals for each task for the next meeting.
