	PAP 10 Survey Effort
	The participants reviewed the draft survey objectives outline for task five of PAP 10.  Mr. Moise asked if the objectives will serve as the outline for the survey that will be distributed.  The participants confirmed.  Mr. Hodges and Mr. Cox stated that they support the direction of the outline.  Mr. Burke asked the participants to submit comments on the outline by Monday at noon Central for review during the next meeting.  Mr. Cox stated that the survey should be distributed very broadly.  Mr. Hodges asked how companies like an ISO respond to the survey.  Mr. Zhou stated that companies that have billing/meter reading responsibilities on behalf of utilities need to be included. 

	Phase Two of PAP 3, 4 and 9
	Ms. Pratt asked what the purpose of the phase two effort is.  Mr. Hodges responded that NAESB was asked to act as a coordinator in the development of the requirements for PAPs 3, 4, and 9 and that the recommendations produced during the phase one effort had varying levels of detail that need to be normalized.  Ms. Pratt stated that having two different groups (wholesale and retail) developing the standards led to the differing granularity.  Mr. Cox stated that the phase two effort that is being discussed by NAESB is not on the PAP task list.  Mr. Zhou stated that the decision to have NAESB develop the requirements for the specifications to be developed was decided in Richmond Virginia the previous summer.  Mr. Cox stated that he is concerned that the adding additional detail to the requirements identified in the phase one effort would encroach on the work of other standards groups and noted that the time needed to conduct the effort could be an issue.  Mr. Burke stated that it has agreed a long time ago that NAESB would develop the requirements from which the schemas would be developed in other groups and that the phase two effort is necessary to achieve that goal.  Mr. Longcore stated that the development of requirements will be an ongoing process.  Mr. Hodges stated that the phase one effort produced the standardization needed for OASIS and ZigBee to begin work and that there is no reason for the subcommittee not to move forward with cleaning up and adding clarity to what was done in the original effort.  Mr. Cox and Mr. Clark reminded the participants that time is of the essence for the development of these work products.  Mr. Longcore asked if there is anything that is preventing the OASIS from beginning work on their assignments while NAESB works to finalize what has been submitted to OASIS.  Mr. Clark stated that he would discuss the situation with the OASIS Technical Committees.
