	Review of New York ISO Work Paper
	Ms. Pratt reviewed the New York ISO work paper with the participants to determine if everyone agreed with the direction she proposed.  Mr. Cox stated that he supports objectives one and two included in the work paper but questioned how NAESB can address objective three and in a timely manner.  Mr. Hodges supported Ms. Pratt’s recommendations but noted that NAESB’s tasks related to PAP 10 need to be included.  He also supported Ms. Pratt’s recommendation to share the work of the IRC group and doing a mapping with the work on the retail side.  Mr. Zhou stated that the work would be more of harmonization effort but he does not recommend reformatting the use cases, as it would be overly time consuming.  He agreed to seek additional support for the phase two effort from retail participants.

	The participants briefly reviewed the PAP 10 related documents posted for the meeting and reviewed the survey outline and made modifications.  Mr. Cox recommended that the survey be maintained on line by NAESB.  Mr. Booe stated that he would look into that possibility.
