	Review Progress of Data Requirements Work Within the IRC and Open SG
	Mr. Booe noted that he did not receive a presentation from Mr. Koch and recommended that the participants address agenda item three prior to agenda item two in case Mr. Koch joins the call late.  Ms. Pratt reviewed the Objectives of NAESB SGSTF Phase 2, submitted by D. Pratt, New York ISO posted for the April 1, 2010 meeting and noted that the Task Force has completed objective one and that the IRC Council has done significant work related to objective two.  She stated that based upon the use cases completed in the phase one effort the IRC has more or less completed identifying the necessary data requirements for the wholesale PAP 09 recommendation.  Mr. Burns asked how the OASIS Technical Committee has continued their work if the data requirements have not been completed by NAESB.  Ms. Pratt stated that there is cross-over participation between the two groups and that she will follow up with Mr. Cox to ensure that what the Technical Committee has produced is consistent with the data requirements to be proposed by the Task Force.  Mr. Hodges stated that the next step for the Task Force is to harmonize the efforts of the IRC and the Open SG group that has done similar work on the retail side. 

Mr. Zhou provided an update of the work the Open SG/Open ADR group has done and noted that they too have identified the data requirements resulting from the phase one use cases.
The participants agreed that holding a face to face meeting so that the harmonization requested by Mr. Hodges is necessary for the two groups to move forward with the NAESB Task Force.  The participants identified the key participants that must attend and discussed some potential dates for the meeting.  Mr. Booe offered the NAESB office as a meeting place and undertook to contact the key participants and set a date for the face to face meeting.

	Discuss NAESB PAP 10 Effort
	Mr. Booe noted that a new NAESB subcommittee, the Smart Grid Subcommittee on PAP 10, has been formed to address the request made by the SGIP at the May SGIP meeting.  He noted that the kick-off meeting has been scheduled for June 22, 2010 and encouraged everyone to view the announcement and get involved with that subcommittee if interested.
