	Open SG Presentation
	Mr. Koch emailed Mr. Booe a presentation of the work completed within the Open SG Open ADR Task Force and reviewed it with the group.  Ms. Pratt noted that the DR Event Model in the presentation looked similar to a model in the NAESB DR M&V standard.  Mr. Koch stated that the Task Force used aspects from the NAESB standard in their development.  The participants discussed the upcoming July 13-14, 2010 meeting in Houston and noted that the table described in the Open SG presentation and the IRC work products should be harmonized and used as a base for the phase two work.  Ms. Pratt noted that the Open SG work does not provide a one to one linkage to the phase one use cases.  Mr. Bartell stated that data element table created by the IRC team is very similar to the Open SG table except the columns and rows are inverted.  The participants agreed that the subcommittee should spend the first day of their meeting in Houston completing the two groups tables.  Mr. Cox suggested that the group focus on developing the data requirements and business needs and not focus solely on the CIM.  The participants supported Mr. Cox’s statement.
