NAESB Smart Grid Activities
At the August 3-4, 2009 National Institute for Standards and Technology (“NIST”) Smart Grid Workshop NAESB was assigned several items related to the development of a common specification for price and product definition (Priority Action Plan 03) and the development of standard demand response signals (Priority Action Plan 04), among others.   In response to these assignments, NAESB has created the Smart Grid Standards Task Force.  The Smart Grid Standards Task Force will report to both the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (“WEQ”) and the Retail Electric Quadrant (“REQ”) Executive Committees (“EC”) and the Smart Grid Strategic Steering Committee created by the NAESB Board of Directors.  As with all NAESB committees, subcommittees, and task forces, involvement in the Smart Grid Standards Task Force is open to anyone wishing to participate, regardless of membership in NAESB. 
The Smart Grid Standards Task Force has scheduled two kickoff meetings for the week of August 31st   
· On September 1, 2009 from 3:00 pm to 4:00 pm Central, the Task Force will hold a joint conference call with the FIX Protocol Electrical Energy Pricing Working Group (“EEPWG”) to begin work on creating a product definition for electrical energy dynamic pricing and the electrical energy price message format.  

· On September 2, 2009 from 9:00 am to 2:00 pm Central, the Task Force will have a face to face meeting in Dallas, Texas, hosted by Oncor.  The purpose of this meeting will be to begin discussions concerning the development of the requirements, use cases and Unified Modeling Language (“UML”) for demand response and distributed energy resource messaging.  The meeting specifics will be forwarded shortly as we receive them.  This meeting will be accessible by teleconference/web cast.
