	Review Finalized Data Requirements Worksheet
	Mr. Pratt provided reviewed the Phase Two Data Element Master List.  She noted that work began on the master list in July when the work group compared the wholesale and retail data elements to determine which elements required more discussion.  This list is the result of that discussion.  The ultimate goal was to make it a reference document that identifies a master set of data elements, rather than include it in the various PAP recommendations.  She asked the work group to review the document for accuracy.
Next, Ms. Pratt reviewed the Sample Phase 2 PAP09 Recommendation, in particular the tables that show the specific data elements that apply to use cases to map back to specific interactions.  Once the work group reviewed the Phase Two Data Element Master List document, they would incorporate applicable data elements list into the phase two standards documents, as noted in the Sample Phase 2 PAP09 Recommendation document.

	Make Assignments to Draft Phase Two Recommendations
	Ms. Pratt noted that PAP04 was not included in the Phase Two Data Element Master List document because there were no volunteers to review the data elements in PAP04 to identify which could be included in the master list.  
At the July 7 WEQ Executive Committee meeting, the EC directed the work group to revise the introduction and executive summary of each of the PAP recommendations to conform with other recommendations created by NAESB.  

	Review Schedule and Make Sure It Is Accurate
	The work group reviewed the Phase Two Deliverables and Schedule.  The work group shifted the timeline by a week, so that the Finalized Master Data Element List will be reviewed at the September 16 meeting, The Draft Updated Recommendation will be reviewed at the September 23 meeting and an additional meeting will be scheduled for September 30 to vote the Phase Two Recommendation out of the task force.
