	Review of the NIST/EnerNex Meeting Concerning Priority Action Plans 3, 4 and 9
	Mr. Gunther stated that the purpose of the meeting in Chantilly, VA was to bring the diverse group of participants involved in PAPs 3, 4 and 9 together and come to agreement on some of the issues that were not settled during the August NIST meetings the PAPs.  He noted that the following agreements were made at the meeting:  
· The IEC Common Information Model will serve as a source of root classes for the models we produce with input from other sources.

· NAESB has been identified as an honest broker for many of the tasks assigned for PAPs 3, 4 and 9, including the development and ownership of the requirements for PAPs 3, 4, and 9.  

· NAESB will help provide a mechanism to allow members from other organizations to share work products, specifically, for the development of the schemas, etc… in organizations such as OASIS and the UCA
· Much of the work for PAPs 3, 4 and 9 will be used as a template for future work of the Smart Grid Interoperability Panel
Mr. Brooks noted the interrelationship between PAP 10 and PAP 9 and that the applicable programs developed for PAP 10 will need to be compatible and have the ability to monitor DR information.  Mr. Gunther responded that the scope of PAP 10 does not reach the level of detail described by Mr. Brooks.  Mr. Calore noted the importance of having the involvement of NERC, the ISO/RTOs and NARUC.  Mr. Burke supported Mr. Calore’s statements and noted that people are just realizing the regulatory structure in place and that it must be considered. 

	Review of Priority Action Plan 3 Document
	Mr. Northey reviewed the PAP 3 Working Document.  He stated the purpose of the paper is to record the requirements and scope for PAP 3.  Mr. Burke asked if the reliability issues embedded in the use cases were discussed.  Mr. Brooks stated that he understood PAP 3 to define the attributes of price and which of those attributes, other than the number that should be carried to consumers and can be used in their decision process.  Mr. Hodges stated that the use cases that have developed so far are a good starting point and should be expanded.  Mr. Northey stated that he is going to need help of those in the energy industry to expand the use cases and provide input.  Mr. Hodges suggested that the participants start using the reflectors to add to the document and provide support for Mr. Northey. 

	
	Mr. Brooks reviewed the Framework for Integrated DR and DER Models.  He stated that the purpose of the document is to give a broad understanding of DR across the country and help in the use case development.  He also reviewed some of the use cases developed with the Enterprise Architecture tool and stated that moving forward the use cases would be in html format.  He stated that the use cases and requirements need more definition and that the group is trying to remain conscientious that other standards groups will take this work and develop the messaging schema.   Mr. Koch agreed that the level of detail needs to be exact so as to provide guidance to other groups without stepping on their toes.
