Just a quick comment regarding the draft document at http://www.naesb.org/pdf4/smart_grid_ssd103009reqcom_a1.doc: The usage example on page 4 for ‘Recurring date/time’ should probably be ‘Every day at 00:00:00-Z’.  If a date/time event does not have a time zone specified to it, then client applications or their users (that might be running in more than one time zone relative to the servers supporting them) need to interpret what specific time the event refers to.  This can be problematic if a precise date/time across all time zones is required.
