Thank you for giving our organization the opportunity to comment on Smart Grid PAPs 3, 4 and 9.

We appreciate that a great deal of work has been done previously as a basis for these plans.  We offer the following comments to add clarity to the documents:

PAP 3:

Potential Actors in some of the use cases may need to be broadened, for example:

Use Case: "Real-time load balancing" includes the following actors: "Distribution Operator, Demand Response Provider, Smart Meter, Smart Appliances."  But what about more traditional load shed type activities where the "Energy Consumer" (Actor) is involved in the load balancing?   Or maybe another Actor needs to be defined, which would be the specific person at the Energy Consumer location who gets the call to shut off the lights or turn off certain chillers/motors, etc.

PAP 4:

"Baseline Window" seems to have a very broad definition for collecting baseline information that might lead to over-collection of data.   Some baseline methodologies seem to require data to be collected only on a few days (e.g., highest temperature 3 days in the past 20 days) and for a few hours of the day.  It may make sense to have the definition of the baseline window variable based on the type of methodology being used to determine the baseline.  

PAP 9:

It will be helpful if all of the Actors defined here are synchronized with those in PAP3 (if they haven't been already).
