I hope I am not too late to make a comment.  My concern with the use cases is that they do not clearly specify the maximum acceptable response time from signal until the load begins to drop.   Also, the cases should explain each of the possible services, spinning reserve, regulation, energy, etc. and their unique communication requirements.  I have attached an excellent reference which has a table of ISO and RTO programs using responsive load.  Spinning reserve requires a local frequency monitor, this should also be included.
