	Review Format Documents Proposed by J. Zhou
	Mr. Burke and Mr. Zhou reviewed the recommendation documents posted as work papers for the meeting.  Mr. Zhou explained that the purpose of the documents is to provide a uniform template across all Priority Action Plan recommendations so that, moving forward, the work products of the Task Force will be consistent.  He noted that during the co-chairs conference call last week the co-chairs agreed that the Framework Document would be better served as background material for the use cases, requirements and business practices developed by the Task Force.

Mr. Burke reviewed the draft table of contents that served as the basis for the recommendation documents posted for the meeting.  Mr. Booe stated that he would post the draft table of contents as a work paper for the meeting, so that the other members may access the document.  Mr. Zhou noted that the draft table of contents focuses primarily on Priority Action Plan 09 and that the table of contents that was included in the recommendation documents is more generic and applicable to all of the Priority Action Plans.  Mr. Colmer noted that draft table of contents references the Framework Document in several places and asked how the Framework Document would be worked into the recommendation template.    Mr. Zhou suggested that the Framework Document be added to the supporting documentation section of the recommendation documents.  He noted that other parts of the recommendation, such of the “Executive Summary” would include portions of the Framework Document.  Ms. Pratt suggested that the Actors and Definitions currently contained in the Use Case and Framework Documents should be included under the definition sections of the recommendations.  The participants supported her suggestion.   

The participants generally supported Mr. Zhou’s and Mr. Burke’s recommended format and direction for moving forward.  Mr. Hughes asked if the other participants have had an opportunity to review the requirements format or template that has been established by NIST.  The participants discussed the template and the type of information that is being requested of NAESB (i.e. use cases and data requirements) and determined that the primary concern should be providing the necessary information.  Mr. Burke recommended that a leader be selected to maintain and update the documents moving forward.

	The participants agreed to move forward and expand the templates posted for the conference call by Mr. Zhou.  The participants took assignments to incorporate the current draft documents developed for the Priority Action Plans, as well as the comments received on those documents into the templates over the next week and present them during the December 17, 2009 Task Force conference call.
