	Review of Assignments Made During Previous Conference Call


	Mr. Burke, Ms. Pratt, Mr. Zhou, Mr. Northey and Mr. Cox updated the participants on the progress on the assignments made during the previous meeting.  The assignment leaders indicated that they will continue to work on the assignments and would appreciate the support of anyone wishing to participate.

Mr. Cox asked if the use cases resulting from the NAESB work would be in the Enterprise Architecture software format.  He noted that using that software would be helpful as OASIS begins to address their PAP assignments.  Mr. Hughes noted that their can be disadvantages to picking specific software that not everyone can access.  Mr. Burke responded that the Task Force will be willing to use any software and take any steps are necessary to ease the transfer of the use cases and data requirements to OASIS and the industry at large.  Mr. Hughes noted that there has been a significant amount of work done in the DER arena, as well as, by ASHRAE.  Mr. Zhou responded that the Task Force decided several months ago that the output from the group related to PAP 9 would only focus on DER as it related to DR transactions in the first phase of work.  Mr. Zhou stated that this should be made clear in the documents.  He also suggested that Mr. Hughes provide the ASHRAE work he referenced to the Task Force.  Ms. Hertzog stated that she has developed a Smart Grid Dictionary of terms and would like to help Ms. Pratt’s group as the actors list is developed.

	Discussion on PAP 10
	Next, the participants discussed PAP 10.  Mr. Cox stated that PAP 10 is quite different than the other PAPs and that NAESB was given the undefined role of harmonizing the standards development.  The participants further discussed the issues surrounding PAP 10 and agreed to revisit the topic and better define NAESB’s role within the PAP during the January 7, 2010 conference call.
