Dear Triage Subcommittee and EC members,
We have three requests
 to triage – R10005, R10007, R10008 -- provided below as hyperlinks.  The NAESB office recommends the following actions: 

For R10005, submitted by Paul Love on behalf of Natural Gas Pipeline Company of America:
This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Gas Quadrant (WGQ); and (3) because it is a request for the modification of Standard No. 5.3.26 to eliminate possible disputes over consequences associated with Bid Basis not selected by the Releasing Shipper, the request should be assigned to the WGQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS).  There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WGQ BPS.
For R10007, submitted by Mike Stender on behalf of Tennessee Gas Pipeline:
This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Gas Quadrant (WGQ); and (3) because it is a request to describe the existing ability to specify multiple indexed rates for an offer, bid and award in the Technical Implementation of Business Process and in P01 loop specifications, the request should be jointly assigned to the WGQ Information Requirements and Technical Subcommittees (IR/Tech).  There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WGQ IR/Tech.

For R10008, submitted by David Mollersteun of Tendril Networks on behalf of the OpenADE Task Force:
This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Electric and Retail Electric Quadrants (WEQ, REQ); and (3) because it is a request to reflect the OpenADE specifications as NAESB standards extending the work efforts underway for business practices for PAP 10, the request should be processed by the NAESB WEQ/REQ Smart Grid Subcommittee for PAP 10.  .  There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WEQ/REQ Smart Grid Subcommittee for PAP 10.
