Two requests were triaged on November 23, 2010 – R10010 and R10011 -- provided below as hyperlinks.  There were no requests for conference call for discussion.  The requests were triaged as follows:

For R10010, submitted by Mike Schisler on behalf of Kinder Morgan:
This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Gas Quadrant (WGQ); and (3) because it is a request for Add data elements “Nominated Receipt Point Quantity” and “Nominated Delivery Point Quantity” to the (shipper) Scheduled Quantity document, the request should be assigned to the WGQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS).  While there was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WGQ BPS.
For R10011, submitted by Mike Schisler on behalf of Kinder Morgan:
This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Gas Quadrant (WGQ); and (3) because it is a request to change the length of the GS02 “Application Sender’s Code” and GS03 “Application Receiver’s Code” from the current 12 characters to the ANSI standard 15 characters, the request should be assigned to the WGQ Information Requirements Subcommittee/Technical Subcommittee (IR/Tech).  While there was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WGQ IR/Tech.
