NAESB Triage Actions Pending for R08024 to R08026 – Request Reply
Dear Triage Committee and EC members,
We have several requests to triage – R08024-R08026 -- all provided below as hyperlinks.  The NAESB office recommends the following actions: 

For R08024 – submitted by Mitchell Whitehead on behalf of Boardwalk Pipelines:

This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Gas Quadrant (WGQ); and (3) because it is a request to add a new validation code for Offer Upload Quick Response, add the error code – Missing Special Terms and Misc Notes should be assigned to the WGQ Information Requirements Subcommittee (IR).  There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WGQ IR.
The request notes that with the issuance of Order 712, if the offer is an Inventory Conditioned Storage Release or the Replacement Shipper has the role of an AMA, the Special Terms and Misc Notes should be required.
For R08025 – submitted by Gordon Scott on behalf of EPIC Merchant Energy
This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ); and (3) because it is a request to synchronize bidding credit requirements for FTR, TCC and CRR, it should be assigned to the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS).  There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WEQ BPS.

For R08026– submitted by Mike Novak on behalf of National Fuel Gas Distribution:
This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Gas Quadrant (WGQ); and (3) because it is a request to modify NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.23 to clarify placement of TSP reporting obligations to provide easy access to other posted information, not required by the Commission on a generic basis, but posted as a result of tariff requirements or voluntarily, it should be assigned to the WGQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS).  As the BPS is currently working to address similar issues, it should be assigned such that it can be acted on in the same timeframe as ongoing BPS work. 
The request notes that the proposed modifications will permit user to access the information described above consistent with the same means as is currently available for Informational postings under the existing standard.  As with other posting requirements described in WGQ Standard 4.3.23, standard navigation improves data accessibility.
