July 17, 2008 – 11:00 AM to 3:00 PM Eastern
DRAFT MINUTES
1. Administrative

Mr. Skiba welcomed the participants to the conference call.  Ms. Cunningham gave the antitrust guidance.  Mr. Skiba suggested the addition of General Updates to the agenda.  Ms. Otondo moved to adopt the agenda as amended.  The agenda was adopted without further discussion or opposition.  
2. General Updates
Mr. Skiba provided the group with general updates on the following three items:  Capacity Benefit Margin (CBM), Ancillary Services, and Miscellaneous.  Mr. Skiba stated that the updates for the proposed CBM standards have not been posted as of this meeting.  He noted that Ms. Otondo added comments to two items (Items 2 and 3) on the 2008 WEQ Annual Plan that are related to CBM.  He indicated Mr. Sorenson will modify the CBM proposed standard to as it relates to the Joint Interchange Scheduling Working Group (JISWG) response to CBM tagging.  He said these changes will affect Items 2, 3, and 13 and will be addressed further at the ESS/ITS and BPS July 30th meeting.  He contacted JISWG and stated that JISWG will provide the subcommittee with proposed changes for WEQ-004 as it relates to coordinate interchange so it may be included in the CBM proposed standard.  He noted during the Joint NERC/NAESB ATC/AFC meeting that there were concerns regarding equity of usage with CBM.  He said this issue will be addressed during the July 30 meeting.  
Mr. Skiba said the Ancillary Services recommendation was voted out last week for 30 day formal comment period which will end August 11, 2008.  He stated that the ESS/ITS co-chairs were requested to submit proposed changes to the Annual Plan to the EC in regards to R05004 (which cross-references R05019).  These proposed changes will split the Annual Plan Item 2(b)(i) into two line items.   He further stated that one line item will be 1a (from Request 05004A) the other line item will be the remainder of Request 05004A.  He said the line item 1a will be assigned to the ESS/ITS and will cross-reference the Network Service work from Order 890. 2008 AP Item 3.a.v will remove the cross reference to this annual plan item number.  He indicated that the co-chairs will write a recommendation for the 2nd line item that no further action be taken and will bring the recommendation back to the subcommittee for a vote after notice of the vote has been provided. Mr. Skiba stated that the ESS/ITS and BPS work plans, progress reports and action item lists have been updated and are posted on the NAESB website.  He noted that the Progress Report was updated to reflect the Ancillary Services recommendation being posted for the 30-day formal comment period.  
3. 2008 Annual Plan Item 2.b.i, Standards Request No. R05004
Mr. Skiba said at July 8-9 meeting, the subcommittee it was determined that all but one item in the original and revised standards request had been addressed.  That one item is now being tracked as a separately (see 2008 AP Item 2.b.i.1).  As a result of that review the Subcommittee is recommending that no further action be taken on this Annual Plan Item.  Mr. Skiba noted that the item being separately addressed is noted in the NITS document.  The recommendation may be viewed via the following link: http://naesb.org/pdf3/weq_atc_afc071708w19.doc.

Mr. Sorenson made the following motion:  To approve posting for formal comment Request No.: 2008 AP 2.b.i.2, R05004 and R05004A Item as finalized and cleaned by NAESB Staff.
During the discussion of the motion, Mr. Kimm stated that this proposed standard does not address the goals set out in Order 890 in regards to evaluating transmission request equally.  Mr. Skiba noted that the subcommittee reviewed the standards request as written, drafted the recommendation, and determined that no further action was needed.  Ms. Otondo stated the standards request was read on its by the subcommittee.  With a simple majority vote, the motion passed (with Mr. Green, Mr. Kimm, and Mr. Barker opposed; Mr. Saini, Mr. Bates, and Ms. Williams abstained). The recommendation will be posted for a 30-day formal comment period.
4. 2008 Annual Plan Item 3.a.vi.1, Standards Request No. R05026
Mr. Skiba stated that NERC has addressed the treatment of grandfathered agreements in the calculation of ETC and NAESB is developing complimentary business practice standards associated with the posting of information associated with the grandfathered agreements component in the calculation of ETC.  At the July 8 meeting, the subcommittee determined that no further action will be taken on this item.  He stated that the co-chairs wrote a recommendation that no further action be taken and brought the recommendation back to the subcommittee for a vote after notice of the vote has been provided.  He stated that Annual Plan Item 3.a.vi.1 (R05026) was assigned to the BPS/ESS/ITS and represents all pre-Order 888 (“grandfathered”) transmission and ancillary services in current use in OASIS.  Ms. Rehman made the following motion: To approve posting for formal comment Request No.: 2008 AP Item 3.a.vi.1, R05026-E as finalized and cleaned up by NAESB Staff.
During the discussion of the motion, Mr. Green stated that the recommendation does not deal with grandfathered agreement appropriately.  With a simple majority vote, the motion passed (with Mr. Green and Mr. Kimm opposed; Ms. Otondo, Mr. Barker, Ms. Williams, Ms. Bates, and Mr. Sorenson abstained).  The recommendation will be posted for a 30-day formal comment period.
5. Review Additional Annual Plan Items Assigned
· 6.c - Make consistency changes to Version 1.0 standards as directed by the WEQ Leadership Committee on December 12, 2007 (R08001)
The group reviewed and held discussion regarding consistency changes to Version 1.0 standards.  Mr. Skiba said that the subcommittee should ask the WEQ Leadership Committee for guidance on this issue and the Executive Committee (EC) if this item can be listed as a TBD (To Be Determined) on the WEQ Annual Plan until Order 890 work is completed.  He stated that this item may also need to be addressed by the Joint Interchange Scheduling Working Group (JISWG).  Mr. Wood suggested that this item be reassigned to the ESS/ITS.  Mr. Wood made the following motion: Make a request to the WEQ EC/Board that R08001 be re-assigned to the ESS/ITS.  With a simple majority vote, the motion passed (with Mr. Kimm abstained).
· Modify NAESB definitions to address internal inconsistencies and inconsistencies with the NERC glossary, (http://www.naesb.org/pdf3/weq_ec051308w3.doc)

· 6.e.i – Modify NAESB definitions related to OASIS Business Practices (001, 002, 003, and 013)
The group held discussion regarding the existence of a conflict of NAESB and NERC definitions of terms.  NAESB staff drafted a comparison of NAESB and NERC definitions in response to the paragraph 28 of the NOPR issued by FERC.  Ms. Otondo led the discussion on how to proceed with the inconsistent NERC and NAESB definitions.  Mr. Smith suggested that NAESB reestablish the glossary team to work on this issue.  Mr. Skiba stated that NAESB made the decision years ago to not have a standardized glossary but instead to include definitions in each proposed standard.  Mr. Smith indicated that the glossary team became inactive due to lack of participation and could possibly be revived.  

Mr. Sorenson made the following motion:  With reference to 2008 AP Item 6.e.i through 6.e.iii, the Joint ESS/ITS and BPS requests the WEQ EC to direct all WEQ subcommittee chairs to coordinate on the consolidation of all WEQ standard definitions into a single repository, WEQ-000 Definitions and to develop a plan to coordinate with NERC on commonly used terms.  Mr. Wood seconded the motion.  The group held discussion regarding possible meeting places for the subcommittee chairs.  With a simple majority vote, the motion passed with no opposition or abstentions.
6. Review Minor Corrections Submitted to the EC

· Additional Minor Corrections to WEQ-001 Submitted by B. Rehman, BPA
The group reviewed and held discussion in regards to minor corrections submitted by Ms. Rehman.  The document is available for viewing via the following link: http://naesb.org/pdf3/weq_atc_afc071708w13.doc.  Ms. Rehman stated the comments reflect BPA’s concerns with AFC issues not being included in the standard. Mr. Skiba referenced the NAESB Operating Practices regarding Minor Clarifications and Corrections and stated that Ms. Rehman’s comments may not be considered as minor corrections.  Ms. Otondo stated that Ms. Rehman’s comments go beyond what is considered to be a minor correction.  She further stated that this issue should be appropriate made as a formal comment or as a request to change the standard.  Mr. Skiba said the first bullet mentioned in the comments materially alters the standard set forth by the subcommittee.  The subcommittee agreed that the co-chairs will weigh-in to the EC and state that Ms. Rehman’s comment go beyond the definition of minor correction.  
7. Review Formal Comments Submitted to the EC

· 2008 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.b.vi, Business practice standards to complement new NERC Supplemental SAR: Revisions to Existing

· Comments Submitted by B. Rehman, BPA
The group reviewed and held discussion regarding the formal comments submitted by Ms. Rehman.  The document is available for viewing via the following link: http://naesb.org/pdf3/weq_atc_afc071708w14.doc.  The group first reviewed Comment 1 and held extensive discussion regarding this item.  Mr. Wood made the following motion: The subcommittee will go back to the EC with a response to BPA’s formal comment 1 for 2008 AP Item 2.b.vi that the subcommittee doesn’t support incorporating BPA’s comment into the recommendation.  During the discussion of the motion, Mr. Green stated that it was redundant for the subcommittee to take this recommendation to the EC because the subcommittee has already considered these items and the EC will be able to voice its own opinion.  With a simple majority vote, the motion passed (with Mr. Green and Ms. Rehman opposed; Mr. Kimm and Mr. Barker abstained).
In response to Comment 2, Mr. Skiba made the following motion: The subcommittee has reviewed comment 2, redaction criteria in the BPA formal comment for 2008 AP Item 2.b.vi and does not believe that the comment is within the scope of the recommendation because it was addressed in a previous recommendation (2008 AP Item 2.b.vii) and therefore the subcommittee does not support incorporating BPA’s comment into the recommendation.  With a simple majority vote, the motion passed (with Mr. Kimm and Mr. Barker abstained).
8. Schedule of Upcoming Meetings
The next WEQ ESS/ITS and BPS meeting is scheduled for July 30, 2008 and hosted by NAESB.
9. Adjourn
Ms. Otondo moved to adjourn the meeting.  The meeting was adjourned at 3:08p.m. Eastern on July 17, 2008.
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
