Draft Motion for BPS Consideration
Pending Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ) Executive Committee leadership approval, the Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS) co-chairs will forward the two-tier curtailment work paper to the NAESB Managing Committee requesting the Managing Committee review and provide guidance to the subcommittee.  The BPS is seeking guidance as to whether the Managing Committee considers the two-tier curtailment process is or is not a policy issue.  If it is not a policy issue no further action is requested by the BPS.  If the Managing Committee determines the two-tier curtailment process is a policy issue, a decision is requested from the Managing Committee as to whether the BPS can continue to include the two-tier curtailment process in the options under consideration for the Parallel Flow Visualization Permanent Solution.  The BPS co-chairs in their notification to the WEQ Executive Committee Leadership and Managing Committee will communicate

1. A decision is needed from the Managing Committee in order for the BPS to finalize their Option Detail documents for the Hybrid Option and the Flowgate Allocation Option.

2. The subcommittee will continue to move forward with including the two-tier curtailment process in both the Hybrid and the Flowgate Allocation options until it has received a decision from the Managing Committee.

3. If the decision is to exclude two-tier curtailment from the Parallel Flow Visualization Options, by default Flowgate Allocations would be excluded for further consideration in a permanent solution.
