6. Discussion was held on the proposed introductory paragraphs to Minimum Requirements for a Seams Agreement.  As Co-chair, I noted that the language proposed seemed inconsistent with what was discussed during the January 11-12 BPS meeting.  After some discussion it was suggested that the introductory paragraphs be moved to a position paper.

7. Alan Pritchard offered to lead a subgroup to develop the position paper that questions whether it is appropriate for NAESB to develop Business Practice Standards that would include a two-tier firm curtailment approach.
8. Ed Skiba will update the Two-Tier Curtailment work paper based on the motions and what was discussed during the meeting in advance of the February 28th WEQ BPS meeting.
