Assume 3A applies.  This means coordination agreements are optional. 

To be a coordination agreement it must meet the minimum requirements in the standards.

Reciprocity extends the minimum coordination requirements to parties beyond the direct signatories of a specific Coordination Agreement.  A direct coordination agreement is not required to have reciprocity.

A coordination agreement does not have to include reciprocity.

Conditions where coordination would apply resulting in last to curtail:

1. If the TSP with the congested flowgate is coordinated with all TSPs or on the contract path of the tag Last to Curtail Applies 
2. Barring item 1 above, which means some of the TSPs are coordinated with the TSP that has the congested flowgate, at least one of the TSPs must have evaluated the impacts on the congested flowgate according to the provision of the coordination agreement when the original transmission service was granted.

3. Only one TSP has a coordination agreement
