· The section labeled “WECC Unscheduled Flow Mitigation Procedure” on page 6 provides background on the WECC processes with the purpose of informing the discussion underway for the Eastern Interconnection.  Given that the objective of this section, as I understand it, is to provide background, it would be more appropriate to move this to the Appendix.  If this is not agreeable to the BPS, another option would be to add a sentence clarifying that the section is included for background purposes only.  

· On page 10, there is a section labeled “Minimum Requirements for a Seams Agreement”.  Within this section there are both requirements and considerations.  I believe that the major bullets are intended to be requirements and the sub bullets are considerations but this is not entirely clear.
