Subject: NERC Input to the NAESB WEQ Proposed Annual Plan
NERC appreciates the opportunity to provide comments on the WEQ Proposed Annual Plan.  In general, NERC is supportive of the plan, and only has minor suggestions and comments:

Suggestion: Item 1-b (Develop business practices to support Coordinate Interchange) should be expanded as follows, as NERC has initiated an effort to significantly redraft its INT family of standards:

     “Develop or modify business practices as appropriate to support NERC’s redrafting of the INT family of standards, to include R05020....”

Suggestion: NERC suggests that NAESB combine item 1-c.i (Parallel Flow Visualization/Mitigation for Reliability Coordinators in the Eastern interconnection) and Provisional Item 7 (Prepare recommendation for future path for TLR).  While NERC does not presume to know the outcome of the SAR process or the appropriateness of any concepts related to Provisional Item 7, NERC believes that it has sufficient experience in the area of Congestion Management to know that efforts to modify the TLR process may be extremely complex and challenging.  As such, while NERC understands resource limitations, NERC additionally encourages NAESB to begin consideration of some of these topics in advance of the approval of the NERC SAR.  While drafting of the practices themselves may be premature, discussion of the concepts and ideas by experts in both the areas of reliability and commercial activity may be of value to both NERC and NAESB.    

Comment: Item 2-b.i.1 reflects a completion date of Q4, 2008.  Is the item completed, or does the date need to be modified?

Comment: Item 3-a.ii.1 reflects a completion date of Q4, 2008.  Is the item completed, or does the date need to be modified?

Suggestion: We believe the completion date on Item 3-a.ii.2 (Transition the TSIN registry from NERC to NAESB) should be updated, based on current expectations.  

Comment: Item 3-a.ii.3 reflects a completion date of Q4, 2008.  Is the item completed, or does the date need to be modified?

Comment: Can Item 3-b.iv (Develop enhanced Electric Industry Registry) be consolidated with Item 3-a-ii (Registry: TSIN), or vice versa?

Comment: Can Item 3-c (Develop needed business practice standards for organizations/company codes…) be consolidated with Item 3-a-ii (Registry: TSIN), or vice versa?

Comment: Items 4-a through 4-e reflect a completion date of Q4, 2008.  Are the items completed, or do the dates need to be modified?

Suggestion: NERC suggests that as part of Item 6-b (Modify NAESB definitions…), the scope be expanded to include consideration of a common glossary to be shared and jointly developed with NERC.  The industry at large has in the past expressed an interest in such an effort; to the extent it is technically and legally feasible, NERC would be interested in exploring this concept further to determine if it has merit.   

Suggestion: Provisional Item 1 (Develop and or modify business practices related to support of NERC effort on the NERC resources and Transmission Adequacy…) needs to have its status removed.  The information contained in the status is no longer relevant to Provisional Item 1; it is relevant to Item 1-e (Time Error and Inadvertent) and 1-f (DCS and AGC), and the updated language should be moved to those items.
