On February 3, the WEQ EC met to consider the recommendation regarding

2008 Annual Plan Item 6.b - Develop a NAESB time and inadvertent management business practice that provides additional inadvertent payback options and improved time control (original recommendation - http://www.naesb.org/pdf3/weq_2008_api_6b_r07020_rec_clean.doc).  During the meeting, a motion to adopt the recommendation was offered followed by two friendly amendments and can be found as an attachment to the minutes (revised recommendation http://www.naesb.org/pdf4/weq_ec020309a5.doc).  The motion required a super-majority vote as it was a motion to add new standards, modify or delete existing standards.

In voting on the recommended standard, a supermajority vote is required for its adoption by the WEQ EC.  As the WEQ EC has 36 seated members, 25 affirmative votes (67%) plus 40% affirmative votes from each WEQ EC segment that has its seats on the EC fully populated are required to meet the super-majority threshold.  Abstentions are permitted and have the same effect as voting in opposition which is noted as votes are taken  The ballot can be found on page 2 of the attached document.
