FINAL MINUTES
1.
Welcome

Ms. York called the meeting to order and welcomed the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ) Executive Committee (EC) members and other participants.  Mr. Booe gave the antitrust guidance and called the roll of the WEQ EC members.  Quorum was established.  The other participants, both in attendance and on the phone, introduced themselves.
2. Adoption of Wholesale Electric Draft Agenda and Minutes

Wholesale Electric Draft Agenda:  Ms. York reviewed the agenda and suggested modifications to the order in which the EC should address the recommendations contained in section 3 of the agenda.  She stated that the modifications would aide in the efficiency of the meeting and suggested that the items be addressed in the following order:  3(f); 3(a); 3(b); 3(g); 3(h); 3(c); 3(d); and 3(e).  Mr. Ulch made a motion to adopt the agenda as revised by Ms. York.  Ms. Crockett seconded the motion.  Mr. Yeung requested that agenda item 8 be moved to agenda item 6.  Mr. Ulch and Ms. Crockett accepted the request as a friendly amendment, and the motion passed without opposition.

The participants reviewed the draft minutes from the May 13, 2008 WEQ EC meeting and the Proposed Changes to the 5/13/08 WEQ EC Draft Minutes Submitted by Mr. Green, EPSA included as a supplement to the WEQ EC assembled meeting materials.  Mr. Skiba offered a few additional minor corrections to the draft minutes.   Mr. Oberski made a motion to adopt the minutes as revised and Mr. Green seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.  The final minutes from the May 13, 2009 WEQ EC meeting can be found on the NAESB website through the following link:  http://naesb.org/pdf3/weq_ec051308fm.doc.
3.
Discussion and consideration of recommendations for standards, comments submitted, and vote on:

2008 WEQ AP Item 6.a/R07019 – Modifications to WEQ-006 for Interconnection Time Monitor:  Mr. Norris moved to adopt the recommendation of the subcommittee as drafted.  Mr. Gallagher seconded the motion.  Mr. Skiba reviewed the comments submitted by Midwest ISO and suggested that the recommendation be modified to incorporate the proposed modifications.  He also noted that the comments submitted by Southern Company did not request that any modifications be made to the recommendation; rather they noted concern moving forward if there are no volunteers to perform the Interconnection Time Monitor function.  Mr. Skiba stated that the NERC Operator Manual specifically addresses that particular situation.  Mr. Norris and Mr. Gallagher accepted the modifications proposed by Midwest ISO as a friendly amendment to the motion to adopt the recommendation as drafted.  The motion passed a super majority roll call vote [V1]. 2008 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.b.v.1 – ATC and AFC Calculation Methodologies (Recommendation “No Action to be Taken”):  Ms. York reviewed the recommendation noting that the subcommittee proposed no action be taken on the item and that no comments were submitted in response to the recommendation.  Mr. Ulch made a motion, seconded by Ms. Crockett, to adopt the recommendation of no action proposed by the subcommittee.  There was no discussion on the motion.  The motion passed a unanimous simple majority vote.  
2008 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.b.vi – BPS to complement NERC Supplemental SAR (Recommendation “No Action to be Taken”):  Ms. York reviewed the recommendation noting that the subcommittee proposed that no action be taken on the item and that a comment was submitted by Bonneville Power Administration (“BPA”).  Mr. Skiba made a motion, seconded by Mr. Pritchard, to adopt the no action recommendation proposed by the subcommittee.  Mr. Skiba stated that the WEQ Business Practice Subcommittee (“BPS”) and the Electronic Scheduling Subcommittee and the Information Technology Subcommittee (“ESS/ITS”) reviewed the comments submitted by BPA and generally did not support them.  Ms. Rehman stated that she received some clarification on a few issues since drafting the comments and now supports the no action recommendation of the subcommittee.  The motion passed a unanimous simple majority vote.  
2008 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.a.vi.1/R05026 – To address proposed enhancements for ALL pre-Order 888 (“grandfathered”) Transmission and Ancillary Services in Current use in OASIS (Recommendation “No Action to be Taken”):  Ms. York reviewed the recommendation and noted that one comment was submitted by Entergy in support of the recommendation and that one comment was submitted from EPSA in opposition.  Mr. Pritchard moved to adopt the recommendation as drafted and Mr. Gallagher seconded the motion.  Mr. Green reviewed the EPSA comments and stated that he understands the subcommittee’s rational for recommending no action be taken on both this recommendation and the next, however, no action recommendations do not fulfill the transparency required by FERC Order 890 regarding ETC.  Mr. Davis reiterated that the Entergy Comments support the no action recommendation.  There was no other discussion on the motion.  The motion passed a simple majority vote.   Mr. Green and Mr. Hinners voted in opposition.
2008 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.b.i.2 – Address remaining requirements documented in R05004 and R05004A (Recommendation "No Further Action Be Taken"):  Ms. York reviewed the recommendation and noted that comments were only submitted by EPSA and Entergy.  Mr. Green stated that the EPSA comments are identical to the EPSA comments on the previous item and that they have been sufficiently covered.  Mr. Davis stated that the Entergy comments were also identical to the comments on the previous item and are a statement in support of the recommendation.  Mr. Skiba made a motion to adopt the recommendation of the subcommittee to take no further action.  Mr. Oberski seconded the motion.  Mr. Skiba noted that the Annual Plan Item had been split into two pieces and that this only addressed one half of the item.  The motion passed a simple majority vote.  Mr. Green and Mr. Hinners voted in opposition.  

2008 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.b.ii.2 – Postbacks and Counterflows Recommendation:  Ms. York reviewed the recommendation, noted that several comments had been submitted on the recommendation and opened the floor for a motion on the recommendation.  Mr. Pritchard moved to adopt the recommendation as drafted by the subcommittee.  Mr. Ulch seconded the motion.  Ms. York stated that upon further review of the recommendation, TVA withdraws their comments.  Mr. Green reviewed the EPSA comments.  He stated that both the NERC MODs and this recommendation concerning postbacks and counterflows are “fill-in-the-blank” standards and therefore unacceptable.  Mr. Skiba reviewed the SRS comments and noted that the proposed modifications were clean-up items that do not substantially change the concepts of the recommendation.   He stated that he would like to offer the SRS’s proposed modifications as a friendly amendment to the motion to accept the recommendation as drafted.  Mr. Pritchard and Mr. Dean accepted the modifications as a friendly amendment.  Ms. Rehman reviewed the comments submitted by BPA.  BPA proposed that the recommendation be modified so that all references to “ATC” are replaced with “ATC or AFC” for consistency purposes.  Mr. Sorenson noted that the acronyms “FAFC” and “NFAFC” are not defined in the Data Dictionary and Implementation Guide.  He stated that the modification proposed by BPA could cause a ripple effect, requiring changes to many other standards and that the issue is already addressed by the footnote in the recommendation stating that the standard is applicable to both ATC and AFC.  Ms. Rehman withdrew the proposed modification.  Mr. Skiba added that request R08011 should address Ms. Rehman’s comments as it concerns adding information to the AFC standards.  There was no other discussion on the motion.  The motion passed a super majority roll call vote [V2]. 2008 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.a.iv.4, 2.a.vi.4, and 2.b.ii.1 – ETC Recommendation:  Ms. York reviewed the recommendation and noted that six sets of comments were submitted.  Mr. Gallagher moved to accept the recommendation as drafted by the subcommittee and Mr. Ulch seconded the motion.  Mr. Davis initiated discussion on the recommendation by reviewing the comments submitted by Entergy.  Ms. McQuade noted that the comments do not present modifications to the recommendation that can be considered friendly amendments to Mr. Gallagher’s motion and suggested that group address the friendly amendments prior to recognizing motions to make substantial modifications to the recommendation.  Mr. Davis agreed.  Mr. Skiba stated that the SRS comments only propose minor corrections to the summary section of the recommendation and do not modify the proposed standard.  Mr. Gallagher and Mr. Ulch accepted the SRS proposed minor corrections as friendly amendments to the motion to accept the recommendation.  Mr. Green reviewed the comments submitted by EPSA.  He stated that both the grandfathered agreements and the other services components of the ETC recommendation do not provide the requisite transparency required by FERC Order 890.  The recommendation leaves a lack of information in the marketplace and therefore does not reach far enough.  He stated that EPSA will not make a motion to modify the recommendation, but will oppose a motion to accept the recommendation as currently drafted. 

Next, the participants returned to the comments submitted by Entergy.  Mr. Davis reviewed the language proposed to be added to standard 001-y.3 by Entergy.  He stated that the modification would prevent inaccurate ATC information from being posted on OASIS in situations when Transmission Customers have submitted a renewal request to exercise Rollover Rights but the request has not been acted upon by the Transmission Provider, nor confirmed by the Transmission Customer.  Mr. Davis made a motion to accept the additional language proposed in the comments.  Mr. Rodriquez seconded the motion.  Mr. Pritchard noted that the subcommittee had discussed that particular situation and determined that the situation was sufficiently addressed.  Ms. Weathers stated that SRP shares the concern presented by Entergy and suggested that the standard be removed from the recommendation and remanded to the subcommittee to address the issue presented by Entergy.  Mr. Sorenson stated that he supports Ms. Weather’s recommendation and noted that the ESS/ITS is currently working on a rollover of redirects recommendation that could be completed in conjunction with modifications to 001-y.3.  Mr. Oberski asked what the time frame for modifying of 001-y.3 would be if remanded to the subcommittee.  Mr. Sorenson stated that the ESS/ITS is working on the rollover of redirects recommendation presently, and hopes to vote it out of subcommittee during the next meeting.  Ms. Otondo asked that specific direction be given to the subcommittee if the EC determines to remand the recommendation.  Ms. York suggested that the EC address Mr. Davis’ motion before moving on to other motions.  The motion to accept Entergy’s proposed modifications to 001-y.3 failed a simple majority vote.
Mr. Ulch stated that he would support the removal of 001-y.3 as friendly amendment to the motion to adopt the recommendation with the modifications proposed by the SRS.  Mr. Skiba noted that the recommendation was developed by the ESS/ITS and BPS and that the EC would not be remanding the recommendation to the ESS/ITS and BPS, it would be reassigning it to the ESS/ITS.  Mr. Williams proposed that 001-y.3 be removed from the recommendation and reassigned to the ESS/ITS to be addressed at the next meeting with the guidance provided by the EC today and the expectation that it would be voted out of subcommittee in time for the next WEQ EC meeting in November.  Mr. Gallagher and Mr. Ulch accepted the friendly amendment.  Ms. Otondo stated that she would still like the EC to provide some guidance on the actions the ESS/ITS should take to address the proposed standard.  Mr. Harshbarger asked if 001-y.3 was the only proposed standard the ESS/ITS was to address.  The participants confirmed.  Mr. Rodriquez asked if the subcommittee should only focus their efforts on modifying the standard or if the subcommittee should consider whether the standard should even exist.  Mr. Wood stated that he understood the friendly amendment to reassign the standard to the subcommittee to modify the language and not to consider whether it should be removed.  Mr. Gallagher and Mr. Ulch stated that their intention was to reassign the standard to the subcommittee to modify the language.
Ms. Rehman reviewed the BPA comments.  Mr. Berwager made a motion to amend the original motion to include the modifications to 001-x.1.1 and 001-x.1.2 as proposed by the BPA comments, but not including the modifications to the Data Dictionary.  Mr. Green seconded the motion.  Mr. Saini stated that he does not support the modifications because the ATC ID is a static document and there could be occasions when grandfathered transmissions are included in other components.  Ms. Otondo stated that she does not support the modifications to the recommendation, as it will create unnecessary work for transmission providers who already provide the information requested elsewhere on OASIS.  Mr. Wood stated there are a number of transmission providers that account for grandfathered agreements in different places and that there is not a need to require them to include them in the ATC ID and the ATC Information List.  Mr. Skiba called the question.  The motion failed a simple majority roll call vote [V4].
The participants briefly reviewed the comments submitted by PPL.  Mr. Skiba stated that the subcommittee did not review the comments submitted by PPL, but believes a majority of their issues had been addressed through the previous motions.  No motion was offered.

Ms. York reviewed the main motion to adopt the recommendation as proposed by the subcommittee, incorporating the comments submitted by the SRS and removing 001-y.3, which will be redirected to the ESS/ITS for revisions to be included in their rollover rights of redirects standard to be completed by and voted on at the November WEQ EC meeting.  The motion passed a super majority roll call vote [V3].  2008 WEQ Annual Plan Item 6.d - Incorporating Demand Resources into Certain Ancillary Services Definitions Recommendation:  Ms. York reviewed the recommendation and noted that four sets of comments were submitted.  Mr. Gallagher made a motion to adopt the recommendation as drafted by the ESS/ITS and BPS.  Ms. Crockett seconded the motion.  Mr. Skiba noted that the SRS did not propose any corrections.  Mr. Davis stated that the comments submitted by Entergy support the adoption of the recommendation as drafted.  Mr. Ciza reviewed the comments submitted by Southern Company and made a motion to remand the recommendation back to the subcommittee and direct the subcommittee to develop new definitions and update previous definitions as explained in the comments.  Mr. Berwager seconded the motion.  Mr. Skiba stated that this comment was discussed by the subcommittee and that it was determined that a new standards request would be required to take the action proposed by Southern comments, as the action is outside the scope of the 2008 WEQ Annual Plan Item 6.d.  Mr. Ciza withdrew his motion and stated that Southern Company will follow the procedure recommended by the subcommittee.  Ms. York noted that the BPA comments were similar to those of Southern Company and suggested that BPA and Southern Company work together on the request for standards development.  There was no other discussion on the motion.    The motion to adopt the recommendation as drafted passed a super majority vote [V5]. 
4.
Discuss and consider minor corrections to standards and final actions, and vote on:
Minor Corrections to WEQ-002, WEQ-003, and WEQ-013 Submitted by P. Sorenson, OATI:  Mr. Sorenson reviewed the minor corrections submitted by OATI.  He stated that OATI proposes a few typographical and grammatical corrections, as well as corrections to the system data template, the data elements, and a data dictionary field, as it will not contained the required values.  Mr. Skiba stated that the subcommittee reviewed the minor correction and supported all proposed modifications except for the modification to WEQ-003 (Data Dictionary) making the field length 25 characters for system attribute rather than 15 characters.  He stated that the length was changed to 20 characters in a recommendation currently being ratified by the membership.  Mr. Sorenson stated that he would withdraw the field length correction and made a motion to adopt the minor corrections proposed by OATI with the exception of the modification to WEQ-003.  Mr. Rodriquez seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.
Minor Correction to WEQ-001 Submitted by B. Rehman, BPA:  Ms. Rehman reviewed the minor corrections submitted by BPA and explained that they should be applied to the Rebid of Partial Service, Preconfirmation Priority, and Group 2: Metrics and Redispatch Cost Posting recommendation that is currently out for member ratification.  Ms. York asked if the subcommittee had reviewed the minor corrections.  Ms. Otondo stated that the subcommittee did review the minor corrections and supports the modifications proposed with the exception of the corrections to WEQ 001-13.1 and WEQ 001-13.1.3.  Ms. Weathers made a motion to adopt the minor corrections proposed by BPA to standards 4.1, 4.6, 4.7.3.4, 4.9.1, 4.9.2, 4.9.3, 4.10, 4.10.2, 4.13, 4.18, and 13.1.4.  Mr. Ulch seconded the motion.  Mr. Skiba stated that he supports BPA’s proposal to change “customer” to “transmission customer” but believes the modification should be made to the entire body of standards rather than to a single recommendation.  Ms. York suggested that a standards request be submitted to address the global consistency changes.  Ms. York suggested that a roll call vote be taken on the motion.  The motion passed a simple majority vote [V6].
Additional Minor Corrections to WEQ-001 Submitted by B. Rehman, BPA:  Ms. Otondo stated that the ESS/ITS and BPS did review the additional minor corrections submitted by BPA and through consensus agreed that the modifications are outside the scope of a minor correction.  Ms. Rehman withdrew the additional minor corrections.
5. SRS Update Including EC Guidance Request

Mr. Saini provided the SRS update.  He noted that since the last EC meeting the SRS has provided comments on the NERC Standards Development Plan, completed NAESB 2008 WEQ Annual Plan item 6.f and provisional item 5, addressed requests from other subcommittees, and provided formal comments on the draft standards before the EC.  These accomplishments have been completed in addition to the SRS’s ongoing activities.  Mr. Skiba stated that the SRS developed a whitepaper for provisional item 5 and suggested that the item be removed as a provisional item and added to the WEQ Annual Plan so that the SRS could develop a “no action” recommendation and be submitted to the Executive Committee so the item can be designated complete.  Ms. York asked the participants if there was any opposition to the suggested course of action.  None was offered.  
Mr. Skiba stated that every year the NERC Standards Development Plan is created two months prior to the NAESB Annual Plan.  He noted that the staggered processes make coordination difficult.  He suggested that the NAESB and NERC leadership consider pursuing the process concurrently.  Mr. Desselle noted that the NERC and NAESB leadership is scheduled to meet the following week and that the issue could be added to the agenda.  Ms. McQuade noted that NAESB Annual Plan often contains several requests from FERC and that those requests are often directed to be completed by specific dates.  
6. Review, discuss, identify changes and vote to approve changes to the 2008 Annual Plan to be proposed to the Board of Directors
Next, Ms. McQuade reviewed the proposed redline changes to the 2008 WEQ Annual Plan.  Mr. Skiba offered a few additional modifications.  Ms. Otondo, Mr. Sorenson, and Mr. Wood stated that they would work with Ms. McQuade offline to make any updates or modifications concerning the ESS/ITS and BPS not reviewed by Mr. Skiba.  Mr. Skiba also noted that there were a few items that had been assigned to inactive subcommittees and task forces that should be sent through the triage process and re-evaluated.  Ms. York stated that she and Mr. Norris would work with Ms. McQuade to address those items.  Mr. Rodriquez suggested delaying the completion date of item 6(b) – Time and Inadvertent Management Business practices as there may be need for coordination with the NERC drafting team developing the complementary reliability standards.  Ms. McQuade suggested that the completion date be changed to 2009.  Mr. Skiba stated that more discussion regarding that item may be needed, but the drafting team may always finish an item early.  Ms. York made a motion to adopt the modifications to the 2008 WEQ Annual Plan as discussed.  Mr. Norris seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.  The modifications made to the Annual Plan can be found on the NAESB website through the following link:  http://naesb.org/pdf3/weq_ec081908a3.doc.
Mr. Yeung stated that IRC noted concerns regarding the October 1, 2008 implementation of the PKI standards required by FERC Order No. 676-C.  He stated that the current PKI standards reference some additional requirements that have not been completed and are contained in the 2008 WEQ Annual Plan as item 3(b).  The concern is that on October 1, 2008 certification authorities will be required to be in compliance with incomplete PKI standards.  Mr. Sorenson explained that the current PKI standards only identify the requirements of a certification authority, and do not require the use of the standard.  The Board of Directors will establish a Certification Program Committee that will develop an OASIS standard to require a PKI compliant certificate be used to secure access.  Mr. Goldberg asked Mr. Sorenson to confirm that until the future work described by Mr. Sorenson is complete, there is no binding requirement regarding the PKI standard.  Mr. Sorenson replied that in his opinion there is not. 
7. Update on specific issues

Order No. 890:  Mr. Skiba provided a review of the Order 890 Work Plan items assigned to the ESS/ITS and BPS.  He noted that the ESS/ITS and BPS have completed all of the Order 890 items assigned to the subcommittees and that the CBM standards is currently out for a formal comment period ending on September 5, 2008.  He suggested that a single topic EC meeting be scheduled to vote on the recommendation.  He also noted that the ATC Information List was assigned to a Task Force that was created at the May EC meeting and that the Task Force has addressed the item.   Ms. Otondo provided a review of the ESS/ITS items and noted that the subcommittee has completed Group 0, Group 1, Group 2, as well as the conditional firm assignments. Next, Ms. McQuade reviewed a document containing the items to be filed with the FERC on August 29, 2008.  She explained that Commission Staff and NERC staff have reviewed the document and approve of moving forward with the filing.  Ms. Otondo stated that she is concerned that the FERC will issue a NOPR regarding the NAESB standards prior to finalization of the complementary NERC standards.  She asked if NAESB has ever filed standards that were subject to a re-evaluation.  Ms. McQuade stated that the WGQ has filed similar standards in the past.  Ms. McQuade asked if it would be beneficial to hold a two or three hour course on how to read a NAESB filing.  Several participants expressed an interest in the course.  Mr. Sorenson stated that if NAESB files the final actions contained in the document, the WEQ books should be reissued showing the adopted modifications.  He stated that he would like to see the final work product with everything embedded.   
DSM-EE:  Ms. McQuade provided a summary of the DSM-EE efforts.  She noted that a DSM meeting is scheduled for October 3, 2008 in Austin, Texas and that the participants will be reviewing the first draft of the wholesale electric market standards.  She noted that the first draft of the retail electric market standards is in the process of being drafted and should follow about two months after the wholesale.  Mr. Ulch asked when the standards would be available for review.  Ms. McQuade stated the standards will be available on September 30, 2008 before the October 3, 2008 meeting. 
8.
Subcommittee Updates and Plan Updates

Triage Subcommittee:  Ms. McQuade reviewed the Triage Report.  She noted the NAESB office has proposed action for 12 requests R08012-R08023.  She stated that the requests should be resolved by the end of August and assigned to the various subcommittees.  There was no further discussion on the item.
Business Practices Subcommittee:  Mr. Skiba reviewed the Business Practice Subcommittee presentation.  He noted that the subcommittee is continuing their coordination with the NERC TLR Drafting Team.  The groups met last on June 26-27, 2008 and discussed the market threshold field test, the inconsistencies between the definitions related to the NERC standards and WEQ-008 of the NAESB business practices, and continued to work on the System Operator’s Reference Manual.  The manual is expected to be given to the NERC Standards Committee sometime in September.
Joint Interchange Scheduling Working Group (JISWG):  Mr. Harshbarger provided an update of the activities of the JISWG.  He noted that the NERC INT standards are being revised, which are related to the Coordinate Interchange timing tables.  At the EC meeting on August 14, 2007 the EC determined to table recommendation R07007 until the SAR had been drafted.  The JISWG will readdress recommendation R07007, since the NERC Standards have been posted for the initial ballot.  The JISWG is also continuing to develop e-Tag 1.8.1.  Ms. McQuade stated that NAESB will work with Ms. Constantini of NERC to draft the RFP in an effort to transfer the registry from NERC to NAESB.
9.
Board of Directors, Board Committee and Regulatory Updates

Due to time constraints, Ms. McQuade quickly reviewed the materials provided for the Board update, the Wholesale Gas and Retail activities found on page 343 of the assembled materials and FERC Order 676-C.  It was agreed that committee members would read the updates on their own.  Ms. McQuade noted that NAESB will be offering three e-Tariff review courses.  The first to take place in Washington D.C. in October, the second in Austin, Texas in November, and the third in New Orleans in January 2009.  She asked the participants to encourage their co-workers responsible for electronic filings to attend one of the courses.
10.
New Business

Update on the ATC Information List:  Ms. York stated that the ATC Information List Task Force has met three times and that a recommendation was voted out of the Task Force and is currently out for formal comment.  She stated that the EC will hold a review session prior to a single topic EC meeting to vote on the recommendation.

Agenda items for November, including session on EC forum of roles and responsibilities:  Ms. McQuade noted that the next EC meeting will be held in Richmond, Virginia on November 4, 2008 hosted by Dominion.  There will also be a half day workshop on November 5, 2008 presented by Rick Miles of FERC to discuss the roles and responsibilities of Committee and subcommittee members.  Mr. Desselle noted that the workshop is being given in response to a recommendation from the Board.

Mr. Ulch raised an issue of new business.  He requested that the subcommittees addressing requests and annual plan items limit the scope of work to those issues that are included in their directive.  He stated that limiting the scope will aide in meeting the critical deadlines established by FERC.  Mr. Rodriquez responded that prioritizing work is paramount to limiting scope.
