The ORS further determined that the changes are intended to provide information only at this point until the ORS agrees that it is appropriate to utilize the additional data to enhance the tool processes or possible changes to the TLR procedures.  The BPS Interim Parallel Flow Visualization recommendation provides for the requisite data submittals to the IDC. This data submission provides value to the industry that will enable the expeditious development of an information based GTL design.  The NAESB WEQ EC therefore approves the BPS recommendation for the parallel flow visualization interim solution.
