	Review of recommendation
	· Mr. Green moved to adopt the recommendation as submitted.  Mr. Mucci seconded the motion.  Mr. Davis moved to change the recommendation to the words submitted by Entergy he thought better reflect FERC Order No. 890, paragraph 148.  Mr. Davis’ motion was seconded by Ms. Weathers.  

· Ms Rehman stated that the table on page 10 of the recommendation addressed Mr. Davis’ concerns.  Mr. Davis stated that he wanted the first nine pages deleted as he felt the recommendation went beyond the scope of FERC Order No. 890.  The standards, as drafted, do not require any information to be posted; they only require that the table be filled out to state whether or not the information is available.  Mr. Sorenson noted that paragraph 148 stated that the data must be available on request, which would not require a public posting.  Ms. Rehman said she did not understand why Mr. Davis’ recommended changes deleted the detailed requirements as the purpose of the list is to inform the market of the information that would be available and the specifics for access of the  information.   
·  A roll call vote was taken on Mr. Davis’ motion.  The motion failed.
· Mr. Skiba commented that the recommendation needed to be tied to WEQ AP Item 2.c.  He offered his comment as a friendly amendment to Mr. Green’s motion, which Mr. Green accepted.

· Mr. Skiba offered a second comment in regards to the concern that there is information that is already specified in existing business practices for posting a number of the items listed on the ATC information list.  He stated that information that is already documented  should be noted on the table in order to prevent errors.  Ms. Rehman said that her concern was addressed in footnote 3.  Mr. Green and Mr. Mucci agreed to a friendly amendment to the table to indicate where an item is required to be made available.

· Mr. Green asked if non-jurisdictional entities should comply with the list.  Ms. Rehman said if there was a requirement on OASIS, it would apply to the non-jurisdictional entities as well.  

· Mr. Davis suggested renumbering the footnotes after the language from the first footnote was posted in the main text.  This friendly amendment was accepted by Mr. Green and Mr. Mucci.

· Ms. Weathers proposed a friendly amendment to strike the language in footnote 3f after the word “provider.”  Mr. Green agreed to re-word the footnote for clarity.  Ms. Saini said he did not know the reason there would need to be greater clarification.  He did not think the Transmission Provider had to explain the reason they were not utilizing certain data.  Mr. Green and Mr. Mucci accepted Ms. Weathers’ friendly amendment.
· Ms. Weathers asked if the group had determined the meaning of public access and whether or not it meant the information had to be made available to the general public or OASIS users.  Ms. Rehman said that because the information was posted online it was considered public, even if it was only available to OASIS users.  

· Ms. Weathers offered a friendly amendment to remove “for public access and download” from WEQ-001.n, which was accepted by Mr. Green and Mr. Mucci.

· The group discussed the wording of the introduction to the table.  Ms. Rehman suggested modifying the introduction to the table to address that the standards and table address the provision of ATC-related data to the industry at large, while the NERC MOD standards address the exchange of data amongst those entities that require the data for reliability purposes.  Compliance with the NERC MOD standards should not imply compliance with the NAESB standard or vice versa.  Nor should non-compliance with the NERC standards imply non-compliance with the NAESB standards or vice versa.  That language was added to the introduction and approved by Mr. Green and Mr. Mucci.
· Mr. Skiba offered a friendly amendment to remove the lead in information to Item 36, FERC Order No. 890, paragraph 148.  The friendly amendment was accepted by Mr. Green and Mr. Mucci.
· Ms. Weathers moved to delete row 36 (FERC Order No. 890, paragraph 148) from the table.  Mr. Skiba seconded the motion.  The motion passed.
· Mr. Sorenson proposed a friendly amendment to add FERC Order No. 890, paragraph 148 under item 18.  Ms. McQuade asked if MOD-001 referenced that document.  Ms. Rehman said it referenced model information.  Mr. Skiba suggested putting it in the recommendation as supporting information.  Mr. Sorenson agreed and withdrew his friendly amendment.  
· Ms. Rehman noted that the list does not identify the location the information to be posted on OASIS.  She was informed that it is up to the person maintaining OASIS to determine where the information is placed.
· The vote on the ATC Information List passed.

	Adjourn:
	The meeting adjourned at :34 a.m. C.

	Action Items:
	· The ATC Information List will be posted for a 30 day comment period before the WEQ Executive Committee takes action on it.
· Ms. McQuade noted that a single topic EC review session with a single topic call to vote on the standard will be utilized.
