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Background
For background, when NAESB originally defined the request to develop a nondisclosure agreement (“NDA”), it was to address a broad number of issues and to mirror similar agreements in place at the North American Electric Reliability Corporation.  When the final product was prepared, the scope had been narrowed so that it only addressed the data going into the Registry (for which there is now an open RFP -- the Registry from NERC to NAESB).  The recommended NDA came to the WEQ EC for vote at the last EC meeting, and it was determined not to go forward with the approval of the document.  There were a number of comments provided during the formal comment period that an NDA was no longer needed – the Registry data is not in form that would require the level of confidentiality indicated by the NDA.  It was noted that the work to prepare the NDA was a productive effort, as the language in the NDA would be used if it is was determined later that the need for an NDA is warranted.  To conclude the effort, the WEQ EC asked that a small group meet with NAESB General Counsel Bill Boswell to discuss the direction the WEQ EC should take.
The group (Bill Boswell, Bill Gallagher Barry Green, Mark Hackney, Rae McQuade, Paul Sorenson, Charles Yeung, Kathy York) met on March 12 and prepared the following recommendation.

Recommendation
Since the Electric Industry Registry Administrator will have a acceptable use policy for the users of the Registry data and will also have an arrangement with data submitters that the data submitted is accurate, and since there has not been a strong indication by industry participants that the data collected and accessed is of a sensitive nature, and since the NAESB WEQ-004 Coordinate Interchange standards address the sharing of information, then at this time, the NDA will not be acted upon, but held for future needs.  Should a need for an agreement to protect data sensitivity be identified and supported, the NDA will be used as the basis for such development.
