· If the Firm point-to-point reservations are required on other transmission systems as a condition for granting a DNR, then should the PTP capacity be held exclusively for use with the DNR?  If the capacity is reduced on one of the Firm PTP reservations due to a firm redirect, should the network reservation (DNR) capacity be reduced?

· Should there be a mechanism in conjunction with NITS on OASIS to facilitate the coordination of requests across multiple transmission systems [WEQ 2008 Annual Plan Item 2(a)(v)(1)] and re-bid of partial service across multiple Transmission Providers’ systems [WEQ 2008 Annual Plan Item 2(a)(v)(2)]?  See customer response to Item #5 of Network Customer needs.  If not developed in conjunction with NITS on OASIS, should this team develop information for the Parking Lots of these two Annual Plan Items?

09-01-2009 - NAESB standards will require that requests for which concomitant evaluation is requested will be evaluated concomitantly. If the PTP cannot be accommodated, all of the requests included in the concomitant evaluation request will be REFUSED. The NAESB standards already address queue priority for pre-confirmed requests; therefore, no additional standards are required regarding pre-confirmation queue priority.
Some TPs require a Network Customers to identify Firm reservations on the off-system portion of the path from the Control Area where the customer takes ownership of the DNR capacity to the border of the TP’s system.  Do Network Customers need Item 5 in Designation and undesignation of resources and loads (Should there be a mechanism to bind / tie off-system point-to-point reservations to a network reservation?) in conjunction with development of NITS on OASIS or may it be addressed later?
The subcommittee will recommend in the justification that this issue (coordination of service across multiple systems) be included as part of 2009 Annual Plan Item 2(a) iii 2 and that the Annual Plan item be moved up in priority to follow development of the NITS recommendation. Completed 7/7/09 NOTE: As of 09-19-2009 this item has been included in the 2009 Annual Plan and the co-chairs have recommended due dates for this AP item that are earlier than other OASIS Subcommittee-assigned AP item due dates.
