	· The group carefully reviewed the direction provided to the Task Force by FERC in Order Nos. 676-E, 890 and 890A. The group gathered the exact wording from each order and assembled it in the “Scope for Task Force from Order 890” document. 
· The group reviewed each of the industry comments relevant to this issue that had been submitted in the docket (RM05-25) that had resulted in FERC Order Nos. 890/890A. Numerous issues were highlighted and margin notes recorded on the “RM05-25 Industry Comments - Highlights and Marginalia” document. As items raised by these parties were reviewed, they were also highlighted, noted, and transferred to the “Parking Lot - Redlined” document. This Parking Lot was developed to serve as an issue list for participants to consider.
· Once participants had reviewed relevant materials and built the issue list for consideration, Mr. Pritchard suggested that the Task Force consider what industry “should” do, rather than what it “must” do. In this spirit, he suggested that the Task Force form two work groups to develop the Transmission Provider (TP) and Transmission Customer (TC) perspectives on Parking Lot issues.
