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Recommended scope of work for the OASIS Subcommittee (DRAFT)
The Transmission Customer subgroup of the Scoping Task Force met to discuss the recommended scope for the OASIS Subcommittee in NAESB WEQ Annual Plan Items 2 (a) (iii) (1-3).  

While our review of the list of items to consider as drafted by the full Task Force is not yet complete, the Transmission Customer subgroup has reached consensus on the following items.
1. Scope should include linking:

a. Point-to-point (PTP) and Network Service Requests across multiple transmission providers’ systems into a single request
b. Short term (monthly) PTP requests tied to Network Service Requests

c. Existing service with new PTP requests

d. Multiple PTP service requests (i.e. for delivered products)
e. Multiple customers/multiple providers
f. Long-term non-firm (multiple months)
2. Should include synchronizing the timing requirements to insure that:
a. There is no (potentially) unnecessary purchase of transmission before other provider’s finalize their study

b. There is no loss of queue position due to accepted transmission timing out and status changed to RETRACTED (again, because other providers have not finalized their study)

c. The clock for customer response does not start until the last transmission provider has accepted the request

3. Consider how to align the starting/ending times for requests that cross time zone boundaries.  This might be accomplished by:
a. A “sliding window” for around-the-clock requests

b. Selecting the source or sink area as the time zone-setting area

c. Use of a “deal link” feature that would link a PTP request in one time zone to support a DNR sinking in another time zone and automatically sync time wise
d. Use of conditional firm service for the “overlap” hours

4. Explore whether or not current requirements by providers that certain products must be “pre-confirmed” can be accommodated or may require change.  Examples:

a. Designated Network Resources (DNRs)
b. Redirects of service
5. Consider potential differences in source/sink vs. POR/POD requirements.
6. Consider counteroffers and allowance to rebid other links if only partial availability on one provider’s system.
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
