	Discussion:
	· Mr. Pritchard stated that he made some offline changes captured in Rewritten Scope 6/17/10 as Submitted by A. Pritchard, Duke before sending out a second revision after a brief meeting with Ms. Rehman, Ms. Otondo, and Mr. Wood. He suggested, and the group agreed, that it was best to work directly from that most recent revision; the edits made during this meeting were captured on Pre-meeting Rewritten Scope 6/18/10 as Submitted by A. Pritchard, Duke - Redline
· Mr. Pritchard summarized that the recommendation document had been divided into two sections: 1) the basic process is set forth, detailing required steps; 2) additional guidance is provided to address certain key elements not captured in the basic process section
· Mr. True made numerous suggestions that were discussed and added as revisions to the redlined document

· Mr. Pritchard suggested adding Mr. Green’s more substantial comments to a cover letter that will accompany the recommendation; the group agreed

·  Mr. Eckelkamp asked whether non-firm requests were linkable, given that non-firm may be bumped at any time; the group agreed that it was appropriate to link them; he also received confirmation from the group that adjustment and/or reduction of matching requests would not be permitted. The group also agreed that the OASIS subcommittee should determine the timing and form of communication with each provider

· Mr. Green’s EPSA Scoping TF Queuing Discussion Paper was discussed at length. Certain attendees expressed concern if the issues raised therein are addressed by the OASIS subcommittee, then the SAMTS end product could be significantly delayed. Mr. Green noted that, if left unaddressed, the failure to address the Provisionally Denied issue would introduce a significant element of randomness into the queue priority process. Several motions were made relating to whether Mr. Green’s concerns should be conveyed to the EC, and, if so, then in what manner. Each motion was captured on the Motions - Redline document 
· The group agreed that a cover letter was an appropriate accompaniment to the recommendation that the task force was to submit to the WEQ EC. Upon a motion by Ms. Otondo, the group voted unanimously and without abstention to send the recommendation and cover letter, as modified at the meeting, to the WEQ EC, subject to minor grammatical edits to be performed by Mr. Pritchard.
