Process for Developing New Rollover of Redirect Recommendation
· List of core concepts (necessary for the development of a business practice standard) that FERC Staff addressed in their communications and identifying which of those items should allow flexibility. We need to determine if we have consensus on the interpretation of Staff guidance with the following:
· First Issue – How much flexibility to Transmission Customers do we want to include in the Business Practice Standards? Flexibility in terms of allowing Transmission Customers the ability to retain rollover rights on the Parent (waive assessment of Rollover Rights on the Redirect).

· Original guidance, redirect to end of term of a long term reservation may be less than 12 months in duration and still be considered eligible for rollover on the redirected path. How do you document on OASIS such a request?

· Eligibility for Rollover is not impacted by a restriction placed on the Parent path (the Redirect Rollover is eligible for the full amount of the original Parent reservation).

· Rollover on the Parent is reduced in the amount granted or confirmed on the Redirect.

· Redirects and Rollover are always subject to availability of transfer capability.

· Once the deadline for submitting renewal has passed the option for Rollover has gone.

· Determine consensus on core concepts 

· Review Combined Comments to determine if aligned with consensus with appropriate fine tuning of core concept decisions
· Proceed to review of prior draft standards/write draft standards

· Determine any S&CP required fields/templates/data elements 

· Recognize that some Transmission Providers are in the 1 year/5 years while others are in the 60 day/1 year (notice/term of contract for eligibility to have rollover rights) – we will need to address both in the standards.
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
