FINAL MINUTES
1. Administrative
Ms. Otondo welcomed the participants to the meeting.  Ms. Cunningham gave the antitrust guidance.  The participants introduced themselves on the phone.  Mr. Wood moved to adopt the agenda.  The agenda was unanimously adopted as written.

2. Discussion on the ESS/ITS Administrative Procedures
The group reviewed the combined comments submitted by Mr. Green, Ms. Otondo, Mr. Skiba and Mr. Pritchard and comments provided by Ms. Bigelow of the draft ESS/ITS Administrative Procedures document.  Ms. Otondo drafted the ESS/ITS Administrative Procedures based on comments received from industry participants and subcommittee members.  
As it relates to the first paragraph, Mr. Williamson questioned whether the parenthetical “Formal Procedures” had been used elsewhere within the document.  In examining Ms. Bigelow’s comments, she suggested that “Formal Procedures” refer to the parliamentary procedures as referenced in the Modern Parliamentary Procedure.  The group agreed with Ms. Bigelow’s suggestion and modified the document to only reference the Modern Parliamentary Procedure.  Upon review, the group agreed to the edits proposed by Mr. Pritchard and Mr. Skiba in the second and third paragraphs of the document.  
Ms. Knox addressed her concern with respect to the roles of the co-chairs of the subcommittee.  The group held extensive discussion in regards to the co-chairs selecting a participant to chair the meeting and impartiality of the co-chairs.  After discussion, the group agreed that the document would reflect the fact that the chair of the meeting would relinquish the chair if making a formal motion.  
The group subsequently reviewed the comments offered by Mr. Skiba and Mr. Pritchard’s in the Documentation section regarding the Agenda.  The group held extensive discussion with respect to the Meeting Minutes section.  It was suggested that NAESB staff post the meeting minutes at least five business days prior to the next meeting.  It was further suggested that posted meeting minutes be voted and acted upon as final during any ESS/ITS meeting.  These suggestions were agreed upon by the subcommittee and conforming changes were made to the document.  As it relates to the formal changes to the ESS/ITS Administrative Procedures section, Ms. Rehman provided additional language for clarity purposes.  Also, the group agreed to the comments and made conforming modifications to the Recommendation subsection.  It was suggested that a Parking Lot subsection be added to the document.  The group concurred and additions were made to the document.  

Next, the group addressed and held discussion as it relates to the comments for the Motion to Amend subsection.  Mr. Green’s written comments questioned whether the subcommittee will allow friendly amendments to a motion to amend.  Ms. Knox noted that a motion cannot be modified by a friendly amendment that is in conflict with the original intent of the motioner.  Ms. Otondo stated that she would draft language with respect to friendly amendments and will include it in the revised Administrative Procedures document.  After extensive discussion and a straw poll, the group agreed to modify the Motion to Amend subsection with the deletion of the section and to include a Discussion subsection to the proposed procedures.  The group also discussed and modified the Friendly Amendment subsection.  The revised document is available for review via the following link: http://naesb.org/pdf4/weq_ess_its031309w2.doc.  The next meeting for this topic is scheduled for March 13, 2009 from 10:00a.m. to 4:00p.m. Central Standard Time.
