1. Welcome

Ms. Otondo opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Mr. Booe read the antitrust guidelines.  Ms. Otondo reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Harshbarger moved to adopt the agenda as drafted.  The motion passed without objection. 
2. NITS First Task Discussion
Ms. Otondo stated that the purpose of the series of NITS meetings is to review NITS and discuss the business needs.  Mr. Sorenson reviewed the NITS Displacement Concepts power point presentation posted as a work paper for the meeting.  He discussed the basic attributes of a load and NITS data requirements.  Ms. Otondo asked Mr. Sorenson what he meant by the term “moving resources” in his presentation.  He responded that he is referring to simultaneously changing an undesignated resource to a designated resource.  Mr. Ridgely noted that a study has to be done to determine if a new resource qualifies as a designated resource.  Mr. Harshbarger stated that the biggest concern FERC staff has noted is over-designation.  Mr. Sorenson stated that a system could be created where a resource is designated on the condition that another resource is undesignated.  Ms. Otondo stated that FERC Order No. 888 took care of the issues concerning over-designation.  Ms. Glassman asked Mr. Sorenson if the contract administrator will have access to OASIS.  Mr. Sorenson stated that the contract administrator will have to have access to OASIS or a system that mirrors it for the purpose of monitoring.  Ms. Glassman stated that adding a new load does not have anything to do with network services and that she does not want adding a new load to trigger a system impact study.  Mr. Wood supported Ms. Glassman’s statements.  The participants discussed whether a facility study or a system impact study should be triggered when moving load.  

Mr. Ridgley stated that it might be helpful if the group had a sample template to discuss at a future meting.  Ms. Otondo stated that the group agreed to focus on the business needs and requirements for NITS and suggested that the participants return to that discussion.  Ms. Otondo created a new concept document with four categories:  designated resource; undesignated resource; designated load and undesignated load.  The participants discussed each of the categories and added concepts that need to be discussed to each.
