1. Review portions of the standard that was approved by the EC in November 2008 (Part 1) to ensure that any references or reliance on the then drafted WEQ-001-9.7 are okay with the new recommendation on WEQ-001-9.7 that will be proposed by the ESS-ITS.

001-9.5.3
Redirects on a Firm basis shall have all the rights and obligations of an original reservation for Firm Point-to-Point Transmission service (with the exception of renewal/roll-over rights as specified in WEQ-001-9.7), including the right to be Redirected on a Firm and/or Non-Firm basis.

March 4, 2009 – Recommendation proposed by P. Sorenson includes sections of current approved standards.
2. Redirects – short-term and long-term competition – which competition do the redirects go to – does the term/duration of the redirect matter?

4. Pre-confirmation for Redirects – Should TPs be allowed to make this a requirement? Need to consider because of Customer’s obligations under the contract and the potential that rollover rights may be limited on a Redirect. Should the NAESB standards have a prohibition on TPs requiring pre-confirmation?
March 4, 2009 – Agreed that NAESB standards will be silent on this issue.
5. Consider possibility for batching requests as in List of Core Concepts Item #8 example. Do have in the Annual Plan a requirement from Order #890 requiring consideration of standards to require batching across multiple TP’s systems.  May want to consider at that point.
