FINAL MINUTES
1. Administrative
Ms. Otondo welcomed the participants to the meeting.  Ms. Cunningham gave the antitrust guidelines.  The participants introduced themselves on the phone.  Ms. Otondo suggested the addition of an agenda item.  Mr. Wood moved to adopt the agenda as amended.  The agenda was unanimously adopted as amended. · Administrative-OASIS Subcommittee
During the February 2009 WEQ Executive Committee (EC) meeting, the EC held significant discussion in regards to the Joint Interchange Scheduling Working Group (JISWG) reporting to the Electronic Scheduling and Information Technology subcommittees (ESS/ITS) or being considered as a WEQ subcommittee.  A motion was approved by the EC in which the JISWG is not required to gain WEQ ESS /ITS approval of its recommendations before sending them out for formal comments.  The EC also tasked the subcommittee and working group co-chairs to meet and develop a recommendation as to whether the ESS/ITS should or should not be formally recognized as a single subcommittee.
Ms. Otondo stated that the subcommittee and working group co-chairs agreed that the ESS/ITS would become the OASIS subcommittee and the JISWG would become the Joint Electric Scheduling subcommittee (JESS).  She further stated that this recommendation would be made to the WEQ EC during the May 2009 meeting. 2. Discussion on the ESS/ITS Administrative  Procedure
The group reviewed and held discussion as it relates to the draft of the ESS/ITS Administrative Procedures document.  Ms. Otondo drafted additional proposed text to the ESS/ITS Administrative Procedures document.  The group reviewed and suggested modifications to the additional text.  The group held extensive discussion as it relates to the Motions, Friendly Amendments, Discussion, Motion to Limit Debate, Motion to Extend the Limits of the Debate, and Calling the Question sections.  The group held brief discussion as it relates to the Balancing Vote section.  Mr. Pritchard made the following motion: Adopt the ESS/ITS Administrative Procedures with the inclusion of Motion to Reconsider as drafted by Ms. Otondo subject to cleanup by NAESB Staff as deemed appropriate.  Mr. Wood seconded the motion.  With a simple majority vote, the motion unanimously passed.  The revised ESS/ITS Administrative Procedures were sent to Ms. McQuade, NAESB President and NAESB General Counsel for review.  
After further review and discussion with Ms. McQuade, NAESB Staff, and subcommittee co-chairs, it was determined that the ESS/ITS will continue to operate under informal administrative procedures.  The administrative procedures are to be considered as a voluntary work paper endorsed by subcommittee leadership to support effective meeting management.  Subcommittee leadership will continue to provide and modify such guidance as necessary and as part of leadership of the subcommittee.  It was further determined that the subcommittee itself and its focus would remain on standards development -- not process or procedures.
3. Adjourn
Mr. Wood moved to adjourn the meeting.  The meeting adjourned at 4:13 p.m. on March 13, 2009.
