Capacity Eligible for Rollover - The net capacity that is held on a qualifying Firm Point-to-Point Transmission Service 
reservation eligible for on-going rollover of service.  


Exercised Rollover Right - Any portion of the Capacity Eligible for Rollover which is rolled over for a subsequent term 
of service.  This includes any qualifying confirmed Redirects on a Firm Basis. 


Unexercised Rollover Rights - Either the remainder of Capacity Eligible for Rollover minus Exercised Rollover Right or 
any restriction or limitation placed on the availability of on-going rollover of service as established by the 
Transmission Provider in the original service agreement, whichever is less.
