The OASIS Subcommittee will engage in, but is not limited to, the following activities:

· Develop NAESB Business Practice and Technical Standards that are consistent with FERC Orders 605, 638, and 889, 889-A, 889-B, 890, 890-A and 890-B and any other pertinent FERC Orders.

· Develop and maintain NAESB Business Practice and Technical Standards associated with OASIS Business Practice Standards by facilitating future additions, modifications, and enhancements to those Business Practice Standards.
· Develop and maintain Business Practice and Technical Standards associated with OASIS Standards and Communication Protocol (S&CP technical standards) by facilitating future additions, modifications, and enhancements to those Business Practice Standards.
· Develop and maintain NAESB Business Practice and Technical Standards associated with OASIS Data Dictionary by facilitating future additions, modifications, and enhancements to those Business Practice Standards.
· Develop and maintain NAESB Business Practice and Technical Standards associated with OASIS Implementation Guide by facilitating future additions, modifications, and enhancements to those Business Practice Standards.
· Develop and maintain NAESB Business Practice and Technical Standards associated and in coordination with NERC’s efforts associated with Reliability standards by facilitating future additions, modifications, and enhancements to those Business Practice Standards.

·  Develop and maintain NAESB Business Practice and Technical Standards associated and in coordination with the establishment of a Public Key Infrastructure for secured communications with OASIS and future additions, modifications, and enhancements to those Business Practice Standards.
