Rollover Rights on Redirect on a Firm Basis


Please consider the following comments:

Comment 1
001-9.7
ROLLOVER RIGHTS: Typo in 3 line
A Transmission Customer holding Long-Term Firm Point-to-Point Transmission Service on the Transmission Provider’s system that is eligible for continued rollover rights of service may convey those rights to an alternate path or points of receipt and delivery through a request to Redirect on a Firm Basis subject to the following requirements.

001-9.7.2.1
The Transmission Customer may waive their right to convey rollover rights from the Parent
Reservation to the Redirect request by explicitly indicating this intention in the Redirect request
submitted on OASIS.  If so indicated, the Redirect request shall not be evaluated for conveyance of
rollover rights and shall be treated as any other Redirect on a Firm Basis as provided for in these
standards

001-9.7.3

A Redirect request that complies with all of the requirements of 001-9.7.1.1 through
 9.7.1.4, shall be considered eligible for the conveyance of rollover rights  from the

Parent Reservation, i.e., a Redirect with Rollover request.

001-9.7.5
The Transmission Provider shall evaluate and resolve any pending, prior-queued requests to exercise
rollover rights (renewal requests) on the Parent Reservation prior to evaluating the Redirect with 
Rollover request.

001-9.7.6

The Transmission Provider shall not act on any pending, later-queued requests to exercise

rollover rights (renewal requests) on the Parent Reservation until the final disposition of the 

Redirect with Rollover request is resolved.

001-9.7.7

The Transmission Provider shall evaluate the Redirect with Rollover request as eligible for on-going 
rollover rights in the amount of the lower of 1) the MW capacity requested 
 or 2) the Capacity Eligible
for Rollover on the Parent Reservation in effect at  the time the request is queued. 
.

Comment 7
0001-9.7.7.1 language “evaluate each request with the knowledge” appears to be unauditable.  The following change is suggested:
If the Transmission Customer submits multiple pending Redirect with Rollover requests, the
capacity eligible for on-going rollover rights on each Redirect with Rollover shall be determined
in queue order and the requests which exceed the amount of Capacity Available to Redirect shall be deemed to be invalid.

001-9.7.8.1
The Transmission Customer shall be allowed to submit a notice to exercise on-going rollover rights
(renewal request) on the redirected path while the Redirect with Rollover request is still pending final 
action by the Transmission Provider in order to comply with the requirement to supply such notice 
prior to the applicable deadline. 
Comment 9
001-9.7.9 language appears to drift from the prescribed request process. See examples 12, 13, and
14, where Counteroffer is used.   The following change is suggested:


The Transmission Provider shall specify any limitations or restrictions to the on-going rollover rights
 applicable on the redirected path 
in a Counteroffer. 
Comment 10
001-9.7.10.1 language “”in effect at the time the evaluation of the Redirect with Rollover was started”
 appears to be unauditable. See WEQ 001- 4.13 Table 4.2, footnote 1, regarding Provider

 Evaluation Time Limit: “Consistent with regulations and filed tariffs, measurement starts at the time
 the request is QUEUED.  The following change is suggested:
The Capacity Eligible for Rollover on the redirected path shall be set to the lower of 1) the MW 
capacity granted on the Redirect with Rollover, or 2) the Capacity Eligible for Rollover on the
Parent Reservation in effect at the time the Redirect with Rollover request was queued.
Comment 11
001-9.7.10.3

The Capacity Eligible for Rollover on the Parent Reservation shall be reduced by the amount 

of the Capacity Eligible for Rollover conveyed on the redirected path.
Comment 12
001-B Appendix B – Redirect Standards Examples:  The dotted, shaded and cross-hatched areas are indistinguishable, as stated.  This statement should be deleted.

002- 4.3.6.2.1 Renewal Provisions (rollover).  Should this template and any associated language in WEQ 002, 00, and 013 be revised to include both capacity amounts: Capacity Eligible for Rollover and Unexercised Rollover Rights?

Example 9, page 12, 3rd line from the bottom of the page typo:  Replace “Redirectof” with “Redirect of”.
Comment 15
Example 10, page 15, middle table descriptive statement is confusing.  The following change is suggested:
The Redirect (TSR3) is evaluated by the Transmission Provider and accepted:

Unexercised Rollover Rights remaining on the Parent are not conveyed to the confirmed Redirect on a Firm Basis per WEQ-001-9.7.10.   The customer may still exercise a renewal of the Parent for up to 50 MW, if queued before the renewal deadline.

Where are Unexercised Rollover Rights posted?  Should they be posted in the rollover template?
001-20.2.4

Upon confirmation of a Long-Term Firm Point-to-Point renewal request by the Transmission 

Customer exercising their rollover rights, the Transmission Provider shall reduce the rollover 
capacity (i.e., the Unexercised Rollover Rights) as viewed in the parent reservation’s 
rollover template by the capacity granted to the renewal reservation. Capacity Eligible for 
Rollover by the initial amount granted to the renewal request, and adjust the remaining 
Unexercised Rollover Rights held on the parent reservation accordingly.  The remaining 

Unexercised Rollover Rights shall be posted in accordance with WEQ-002 and WEQ-013.
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
