FINAL MINUTES
1. Administrative
Ms. Otondo welcomed the participants to the meeting.  Ms. Cunningham gave the antitrust guidelines.  The participants introduced themselves on the phone.  The group held discussion on the amendments to the agenda.  Ms. Rehman moved to adopt the agenda.  The agenda was unanimously adopted as amended.  The revised agenda is available for review via the following link: http://naesb.org/pdf4/weq_ess_its050609a1.doc.
· Approval of Meeting Minutes
· November 12-14, 2008
The group reviewed and discussed edits submitted by Ms. Otondo and Mr. Sorenson.  Additional modifications were made to the minutes.  Ms. Rehman questioned a statement made by Mr. Sorenson noted in the first paragraph of the second section and the fifteenth paragraph of the second section.  Ms. Otondo stated that she would provide the minutes for Mr. Sorenson’s review.  Ms. Rehman moved to adopt the meeting minutes as amended subject to review by Mr. Sorenson of the underlined sections.  The motion was unanimously adopted without discussion. 2. 2009 Annual Plan Item 2.a.i.1 through 2.a.i.8 and 3.a.i, Network Service on OASIS
· Continue Discussion on Concepts
The group reviewed and held discussion on NITS Concepts on OATT cites in concurrence with the NITS Parking Lot document (April 22, 2009).  Ms. Otondo noted that she wanted to ensure that the group is addressing the NITS Concepts as it relates to renewals for Designated Network Resources (DNR).  The group also reviewed and discussed the original NITS Parking Lot document (January 7, 2009) and agreed to reconcile both existing Parking Lot documents for future use and development.  With respect to the Initial Applications Requirements and Process section, Mr. Pritchard questioned whether data elements for deposit / credit should be included in the recommendation.  He noted that there was no need for a deposit data element and stated that if there is such a data element, it should be masked.  Ms. Rehman stated that the deposit data element could be a masked item.  Ms. Otondo made the following addition to the January 7, 2009 Parking Lot: No specific data elements are required for identifying customer credit / deposit information.  The group held extensive discussion as it relates as to providing the Transmission Provider (TP) a legitimate reason to decline an application based on creditworthiness.  Ms. Rehman and Mr. Pritchard suggested language for the new Item 2 of the aforementioned: Inadequate credit is a legitimate reason to decline an application.  Need to ensure that the TP can use this reason to decline an application on OASIS.  It is not appropriate to display on OASIS a customer’s credit or deposit information or any assessment of that information. 
The group held extensive discussion as it relates to the TSIN registry’s applicability to the Initial Application for NITS.  It was questioned whether the Initial Application should be listed on OASIS.  Mr. Wood stated that the assumption is that the initial application would be listed on OASIS.  Ms. Otondo stated that the customer or designated agent should be listed as a TSIN registered agent for the initial application.  Mr. Eckelkamp stated that if the initial application is required to be on OASIS, a small network customer may need to have the TP (or registered agent) enter information into the initial application.  Mr. Pritchard questioned if provisions should be made for a customer who does not have DUNS numbers to be included in the TSIN registry.  He further questioned whether NITS on OASIS should create a new requirement for TSIN so that customers who do not have DUNS numbers can be registered.   
The group responded with Item 8
 of the Initial Applications Requirements and Process section.  Mr. Wood stated that the group will need to identify the concerns and provide the information to JISWG in regards to the small network customer registering with TSIN.  It was determined that that this specific issue would be directed to the JISWG and is listed as Item 9
 of the Initial Applications section.  Mr. Pritchard suggested additional language for Item 8 of the Initial Applications section: Use of STATUS request field definition which is broad enough to allow a credit denial (e.g. expand definition of INVALID).  The group agreed and the document was modified accordingly.  After discussion, the group agreed to the addition of new Items 3
 and 11
 of the Initial Applications section to the NITS Parking Lot document.
With respect to Item 4
 of the Initial Applications section, Mr. Wood noted that there are numerous ways for a network customer to request ancillary services which are similar to Point-to-Point service.  The group agreed that a network customer should be able to request ancillary services and that a related template would be needed.  The group agreed that Item 5
 of the Initial Applications section had previously been discussed by the subcommittee.  Item 6
 was modified by the group after extensive discussion.  Concurrently, the group reviewed and discussed Item 8
 of the Designation and Undesignation of Resources and Loads section with respect to language in the initial application.  Mr. Pritchard noted that a request for DNRs will include an attestation and that a data element for attestation in the application will be necessary.  The group agreed and the Parking Lot document was modified accordingly. [The footnotes listed are unedited and were copied in their entirety from the ESS/ITS NITS Parking Lot document (May 6, 2009)].� Item 8: Do we need to make provisions in TSIN for customers who do not have a DUNS number?  Yes: 1. Allow use of representative for the submittal of the application and 2. for small customers to be registered on TSIN.  Need to identify the concern for small customers to be registered on TSIN and pass this issue on Joint Interchange Scheduling Working Group (JISWG).  Should all network transmission service be on OASIS?  Answer is yes.  Is there a need for an exception? Answer is no.


� Item 9: Will need to conduct a review of TSIN to identify any changes that would affect our standard before we send it out.  This issue will be passed on to JISWG.


�  Item 3: Develop related templates for initial application requirements, including Load and DNR templates. 


� Item 11: Develop templates for network transmission service business practice standards.


� Item 4: Should the Network Customer be able to request ancillary services? Yes, and develop related templates – similar to PTP. 


� Item 5: Change “NITS Initial Application” to “NITS Application”. (Already discussed.  This is just a reminder to do it.)


� Item 6: Is there a need for development of OASIS business practice standards and OASIS S&CPs to set forth the “treatment of OASIS requests when the customer fails to provide the necessary attestation,” when submitting an initial application for network service?  No, FERC has addressed this issue. Possibility for use of check box for notification of sent status.  


� (Designation and Undesignation of Resources and Loads section) Item 8: There will be a data element for the attestation in the DNR request that will need to be completed to be part of a completed request consistent with NAESB business practice standards and specific wording as included in the pro forma OATT per Order 890, 1532).
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
