FINAL MINUTES
1. Administrative 
Mr. Wood welcomed the participants to the conference call.  The participants on the phone introduced themselves.  Ms. Cunningham gave the antitrust guidelines.  Ms. Otondo noted that Approval of Meeting Minutes should be removed from the Agenda since there are no minutes to approve.  Ms. Otondo made the motion to adopt the agenda as amended.  The agenda was adopted as amended without further discussion or opposition.
2. 2008 Annual Plan Item 2.a.iv.3, Rollover of Redirects

The group reviewed and held discussion on the Rollover of Redirects recommendation, concepts and motions made during previous meetings.  Mr. Wood noted that Section 9.7includes new language agreed to by the subcommittee at the previous meeting.  Subsequently, the group made modifications to Section 9.7.  Mr. Sorenson objected to the language in Section 9.7 because the language was unclear as to whether rollover rights are conveyed on request or confirmation.  Mr. Wood concurred with Mr. Sorenson’s objection.  Mr. Saini said that the language in this recommendation should be interpreted correctly.  He said the language should remain as is or new language should be proposed by the group.  Ms. Bigelow concurred with Mr. Saini’s comment and noted her uncertainty with the language as presented in the recommendation.  Mr. Wood noted that the only way to change the language in Section 9.7 is to rescind Motions 8 and 9 that were approved at the previous meeting.  
Mr. Sorenson made the following motion: Motion to rescind Motion #8 and 9.  The group held extensive discussion in regards to the motion and motions made during the August 22 meeting.  Mr. Skiba stated in order to rescind previous motions, a two-thirds majority will be necessary for approving this motion as outlined in the NAESB Parliamentary procedures.  Mr. Sorenson noted that the EC directed the subcommittee to include Section y.3 in the Rollover of Redirects recommendation and that is the intention of the motion.  With a simple majority vote, the motion failed (with Mr. Sorenson, Mr. Eckelkamp, Mr. Saini, Mr. Green, Mr. Barker in favor; Ms. Otondo, Ms. Knox, Ms. Wesley, Mr. Weeres, Ms. Franz in opposition).  
In response, Mr. Sorenson made the subsequent motion:  Reinstate the definition of unexercised rollover rights and recommendation of changes to WEQ-001.y as originally proposed at the last meeting with the inclusion of a change with y.3 based on EC guidance (see document Motion 11 proposed language.doc).  The Motion 11 document is available for viewing via the following link: http://naesb.org/pdf3/weq_ess_its090308a3.doc.  He explained the rationale for the motion being that there were significant changes to the y standard concerning rollover rights.  He stated that he would like rollovers to be clearly documented.  He proposed the group review and modify the recommendation as appropriate by capturing the EC approved language for y.2 and y.3 as noted in the Motion 11 document.  Mr. Wood said that the EC has approved y.1 and y.2 and the group will modify sections y.1, y.2, and y.3.  The group held extensive discussion in regards y.2.  Mr. Skiba addressed his concern that the subcommittee may have overstepped the scope in the modifications to y.2.  After further discussion, Mr. Skiba called the question on the vote.  With a simple majority vote, the motion passed (with Ms. Rehman, Mr. Saini, Mr. Sorenson, Ms. Otondo, Ms. Franz, and Mr. Eckelkamp in favor and; Ms. Knox, Ms. Wesley, Mr. Pritchard, Ms. Weathers, and Mr. Green abstaining).  

Next, the group reviewed the ESS/ITS Parking Lot in regards to the Rollover of Redirects recommendation.  Mr. Skiba noted that the term Basis would be lower cased throughout the recommendation.  The group specifically addressed Item 5
 which referenced WEQ-002, WEQ-003, and WEQ-013.  It was noted that Section 9.1.2 is no longer in the recommendation and that Motion 2 supersedes Motions 8 and 9.  In regards to Item 6
, the group responded that Section 9.5.3 did not need to be changed based on the modifications to Section 2.6.2 and motions 8 and 9.  
Mr. Sorenson made the following motion:  Amend 013-2.6.2 for the data element RELATED_REF so that the Restriction /Requirement reads:
Must specify the ASSIGNMENT_REF associated with an existing confirmed transmission service reservation or a pending Redirect on a Firm basis held by the Transmission Customer that 1) has rollover rights or may be conveyed rollover rights, and 2) whose rollover rights have not expired.

And make any corresponding changes needed to the remainder of 013-2.6.2. 

Ms. Weathers agreed with the motion but was concerned that the motion did not address both reservations.  Mr. Sorenson noted that unexercised rollover rights are not decremented until confirmed by the customer.  With a simple majority vote, the motion passed (with Mr. Green, Mr. Pritchard, Mr.Saini, Mr. Rehman, Mr. Skiba in favor and Ms. Otondo abstained).  The group revised the language that will be included in the modified WEQ-013-2.6.2 and made modifications toWEQ-013-2.1 to include the definition for renewal (i.e., request to renew an expiring transmission reservation).  Mr. Pritchard noted that WEQ-013 includes transmission request types and suggested modifications as it relates to renewal only used for exercising rollover rights.  Ms. Rehman suggested that renewal is defined as the request to exercise rollover rights.  The group made several suggestions in regards to the term “renewal.”  Mr. Wood noted that this modification will also affect WEQ-003 in regards to the Data Dictionary.  Mr. Skiba consulted with Ms. Rager in regards to the new language for WEQ-013 as it relates to renewal rights.  The group determined that the definition for renewal rights will be a request to renew expiring transmission reservation with rollover rights. Subsequently, the group reviewed the email sent by Alan Pritchard that suggested changes to the language for y.2.  Mr. Wood stated that this would be a reconsideration of whether the term “Long Term” should be removed from all references to the document.  Mr. Sorenson stated that email only suggested further modifications to the recommendation.  Ms. Otondo preferred a limitation in scope in reconsideration of Motion 11 for Mr. Pritchard in regards to his issue.  Mr. Green noted his uncertainty with the implications of removing the term “Long-Term” on rollovers and said that the modification will affect the standard on redirects in relation to long-term point-to-point service.

Mr. Pritchard made the following motion: Reconsider motion #11 with regards to use of the term “Long-Term”. Remove the term “Long-Term” from sections Y.1, Y.2, Y.2.1, Y.2.3, Y.2.4 and Y.3 and the definition of Unexercised Rollover Rights.  The group reviewed and held discussion in regards to the motion.  Mr. Pritchard stated the definition for capacity available for rollover says that it must be a long-term firm point-to-point service.  He said that under the existing text if the redirect is a short-term firm point-to-point service, it cannot have capacity for rollover.  Ms. Rehman stated that part of the data elements are the attributes of the request and referencing a long-term attribute with a shorter duration will nevertheless be processed as a  long-term firm request.  Mr. Sorenson noted that section 9.7 specifically addresses that a request for redirect is eligible for rollover rights.  He stated Mr. Pritchard’s motion should be considered because it addresses the non-use of the term, “Long-Term” once the rollover rights have been conveyed.  Mr. Wood said that the removal of the term, “Long-Term”, will remove the short-term right of redirect service.  He stated that the motion does not define when the rollover rights are given or received.  He said the accounting of rollover rights needs to be defined.  After extensive group discussion with little support for the motion, Mr. Pritchard withdrew the motion.  
Mr. Pritchard made the following motion: Reconsider motion #11 to change the definition of Unexercised Rollover Right to 1) change the name to “Capacity Available for Rollover” and 2) add the phrase “Prior to the renewal deadline,” at the beginning of the second sentence. And make corresponding changes to the remainder of the recommendation.  Mr. Pritchard indicated that this motion reflects the modifications that Ms. Weathers submitted for section y.3.  With a simple majority vote, the motion failed (with Ms. Rehman, Mr. Pritchard, Mr. Weeres in favor; with Mr. Saini, Mr. Green, Mr. Skiba, and Mr. Sorenson in opposition; and Ms. Otondo abstaining).  
Mr. Sorenson made the following motion: Vote for formal comment the recommendation for 2008 AP items 2(a)(iv)(3), 3(a)(vii) and 6(l) subject to clean up of the table by Mr. Wood  and other clean up by NAESB staff.  Mr. Pritchard noted that he will not support the proposed business practice standard because it is inconsistent and will lead to confusion.  Mr. Sorenson noted his support for the proposed business practice standard, but only because it seems to be the best the subcommittee could do.  With a balanced vote, the motion passed 5 to 1 [Vote 1].  The recommendation will be sent out for 30 day formal comment period. 3. Discuss Proposal to Transfer e-Tag Specifications and Schema from NERC to NAESB
The group held discussion regarding the proposal to transfer the e-Tag specification and Schema from NERC to NAESB.  Mr. Sorenson stated that this item was held for discussion at the Joint Interchange Scheduling Working Group (JISWG) meeting.  He noted a binding requirement exists between NERC and NAESB to coordinate business practice standards as it relates to Coordinate Interchange.  Mr. Sorenson noted that the e-Tag specifications will not be included in the NERC business practice standards for Coordinate Interchange.  He further noted that the tagging specifications are referenced in the NAESB proposed business practice standards for Coordinate Interchange.  Mr. Skiba questioned whether NERC has submitted a formal request to transfer the e-Tag specifications and schema to NAESB.  The group held extensive discussion in regards to several issues related to NAESB instituting business practice standards for e-Tag specifications and schema.  The group decided to defer discussion on this issue to the September 17-19 meetings.
