FINAL MINUTES
1. Administrative
Ms. Otondo welcomed the participants to the meeting.  Ms. Cunningham gave the antitrust guidance.  The participants introduced themselves on the phone.  The group removed two items from the Agenda and will have discussion on these items at the November meeting.  Mr. Saini moved to adopt the agenda as amended.  Mr. Ridgely seconded the motion.  The amended agenda was adopted without further discussion or opposition.  The revised agenda may be viewed via the following link: http://naesb.org/pdf4/weq_ess_its102908a1.doc.
The group held a brief discussion regarding FERC Order No. 717.  Ms. Otondo said that the WEQ Executive Committee (EC) provide guidance to the ESS/ITS subcommittee as to the plan of action in regards to FERC Order No. 717.  
2.  2008 Annual Plan Item 2.a.iii.1through 2.a.iii.8, 2.b.i.1 and 3.a.ii, Network Service on OASIS
· Discussion on XML
The group held discussion in regards to the Network Integration Transition Services (NITS) using XML or other web architecture services.  Mr. Sorenson said that foundation technology is only applicable to new transactions (i.e., requests, interactions) with OASIS in regards to arrangements of NITS service.  He noted that no modifications are proposed to the current and existing interface standards.  The group developed and held discussion in regards to the Technical Concepts for NITS document.  The group considered the web service architecture using XML and SOAP for NITS.  Mr. Sorenson noted that XML was selected by the ESS/ITS in 2006 during the OASIS Phase II project.  He suggested “SMXP”, “EIDE”, “ebXML”, SOAP with attachments, and other as options for the web service architecture.  Ms. Rehman stated that she would send to the subcommittee background material in regards to the OASIS Phase II project and the web service architecture to the ESS/ITS exploder and to NAESB for posting for the November meetings.  The group decided to defer further discussion on this issue to the November meeting.  
· Discuss using new WEQ number

The group held discussion in regards to the assignment of a new WEQ number for NITS.  Ms. Otondo questioned whether it would be beneficial for NITS to be linked to a new WEQ number and wanted the group to discuss the pros and cons of a new WEQ number.  Mr. Sorenson stated that WEQ-002 references web browser interface, browser support, and other web-related items that are associated with NITS.  He further stated that NITS would also apply to WEQ-003 and WEQ-013.  He would prefer one document as opposed to the creation of a new WEQ number and document for NITS.  Ms. Otondo proposed the segmenting of the current books to include NITS.  She noted that NITS would be considered a part of WEQ-002 but would appear separately.  She also proposed that NITS is included in a new booklet with a new WEQ number, i.e., WEQ-020.  Mr. Sorenson and Mr. Ridgely agreed that NITS should have separate sections in WEQ-002, WEQ-003, and WEQ-013.  Ms. Rehman said she was not opposed to having a different section for NITS in one book.  Mr. Wood concurred and noted that if NITS is included in a separate document, there is the possibility of the duplication of protocols.  Mr. Skiba noted that WEQ-002 may need to be re-organized to include sections for point-to-point service and general.  The group determined that further review of WEQ-001, WEQ-002, WEQ-003, WEQ-013 will be needed to determine whether to section off NITS, point-point service and general.  It was noted that WEQ-003 will not be reorganized but may include a new section(s) for NITS related items.  The group also determined that NITS will require separate sections for WEQ-001, WEQ-002, and WEQ-013.
