Types of Transaction
Request comes in and there is some action by the Provider and may be ultimately reflected in a NITSA or revisions thereof.

Batch submittal from single customer to single transmission provider for requests which are dependant upon each other
· Open a workspace on OASIS

· Create various requests to be processed together by the transmission provider (simultaneous evaluation)

· Submit once for all batched requests to be submitted simultaneously to the transmission provider

· Request must be acted on by transmission provider/customer as a group

· Failure of any single request fails all batched requests in the batch submittal 
· Can individual request be counter offered? 

Transaction = Batch Submittal (can be single request)

Request = each piece of Batch Submittal or Transaction (for each Request a different “TSR” may need to be generated)

Batch submittal for multiple transmission providers (may determine to do this in a future version of the NAESB Standards)

· Open a workspace on OASIS

· Create various requests to be processed together by the transmission providers (simultaneous evaluation)

· Submit once for all batched requests to be submitted simultaneously to the transmission providers
· Request must be acted on by transmission providers/customer as a group
· Need to coordinate response times of multiple transmission provider/customers

Designate Resources with transmission provider’s discretion to add requirements for designating path
Temporary Undesignation of resources (may come with requirement to redesignate see Order Nos. 890 1532, 890-B 182-183)
Permanent Undesignation of resources

Designate (add) Load

Undesignate (eliminate) Load
Revise load attributes for example forecasts (separate for planning vs. operational as defined by transmission provider with submittal times to be decided by TP)
Revise resource attributes for example PMAX, redispatch costs
Non-designated resources (Secondary Network)
Eliminate resource (this is for generator owners who prepopulate resource attributes for a resource)
Review WEQ-001 for other types of transactions (rollovers, transfers, relinquish)

Undesignations may be partial capacity of the designated resource
Concurrent submittals
Request Types Version 2.0 – 
ORIGINAL – typical reservation requests submitted to the Primary Provider (as the Seller of the transmission or ancillary service).
Covered by prior discussion on original application, request for new DNR and to request for new DNL and for non-designated resources (secondary network).
RESALE – secondary market requests submitted to a Transmission Customer as Secondary Provider.
Not applicable to NITS.

RENEWAL – request to renew an expiring transmission reservation that has rollover rights.
Functionally required, but refers to the network service contract not to any individual DNR.  Would propose that this be handled as a request to revise/extend the term of the existing NITS agreement for another ‘n’ years rather than renewal as handled with PTP today.

There may further be renewals/rollovers conditions and requirements with respect to individual DNRs to be determined. On going rights to deliver a resource on a firm basis aka, a DNR, may be handled as extensions to the DNR term rather than renewal as handled with PTP today.
MATCHING – request to meet or exceed a competing request to retain transmission service (right of first refusal).
Functionality required to the extent exercising on going rights associated with the NITSA per Section 2.2 of Proforma is required due to competing requests (right of first refusal to match term).  Exercising the right of first refusal to match term would be accommodated in the “renewal” process for the network service contract/agreement.
· Do we need discussion on competition for DNRs and DNLs? - We recommend expansion of 2008 AP item 2 (a) (iv) (1) to include consideration of competition involving DNRs and non-designated network resources.
DEFERRAL – request to defer or apply for extension on start of transmission service
DEFERRAL – is specific to PTP service (Section 15.5 of the Proforma).  This is not intended to meet the requirements of Section 15.5 of the Proforma, but is focused on modification of start/stop dates.
Discussion on deferrals as they relate to NITSA – Functionally, for a new application, reasonable that a network customer may request to defer the start of their agreement.
Discussion on deferrals as they relate to DNRs – Functionally, customer may request deferral of start of DNR,
REDIRECT – request to redirect all or portion of a transmission reservation to an alternate POR/POD and/or make other changes to the terms of service as permitted.
REDIRECT is not applicable to NITSA.  
A request to simultaneously un-designate a network resource and designate a new network resource, aka, a DNR, may be processed equivalently to a redirect. 
RELINQUISH – request to release all or a portion of the capacity of a Redirect on a Non-Firm basis to the Firm Parent Reservation.
RELINQUISH is not needed for NITSA.
RELINQUISH for DNR is functionally equivalent to un-designation.  
Need the ability for the customer to request the release of capacity held for delivery of a non-designated resource (secondary/non-firm service).
FULL_TRANSFER = request to transfer all capacity, rights, encumbrances and obligations, including financial liability to the Primary Provider, from one Transmission Customer to another.
FULL TRANSFER is needed for NITSA - functionality needed for requesting a change of the network customer. This is not intended to replicate Section 23 of the Proforma which applies to PTP.
FULL TRANSFER is not needed for DNRs.
PART_TRANSFER = request to transfer a portion, but not all, capacity, and all rights, and obligations, including financial liability associated with the transferred capacity to the Primary Provider, from one Transmission Customer to another. No encumbrances (resales, etc) may be transferred with a PART_TRANSFER.
PART TRANSFER - may want to consider whether it is needed because of the transmission capacity availability if a NITSA is split.

PART TRANSFER is not needed for DNR.

RECALL – request submitted by the Seller (Reseller or Primary Provider) to take back all or a portion of the capacity of a transmission reservation
RECALL may be needed for NITSA. 
There is a need for a mechanism for changing end date. Ability to change the baseline information, including early termination.
{registered} – Primary Provider's may register values for REQUEST_TYPE to implement specific provisions of their Tariffs.
{registered} may or may not be needed depending on how the functional specs are written.
STATUS 
QUEUED – initial status assigned by TSIP on receipt of "customer services purchase request".

INVALID – assigned by TSIP or Primary Provider indicating an invalid field in the request, such as improper POR, POD, source, sink, etc. (Final state).

RECEIVED – assigned by Primary Provider or Seller to acknowledge QUEUED requests and indicate the service request is being evaluated, including for completing the required ancillary services.

STUDY – assigned by Primary Provider or Seller to indicate some level of study is required or being performed to evaluate service request.

REFUSED – assigned by Primary Provider or Seller to indicate service request has been denied due to lack of availability of transfer capability. (Final state).

COUNTEROFFER – assigned by Primary Provider or Seller to indicate that a new OFFER_PRICE and/or CAPACITY_GRANTED over time is being proposed in the negotiation of requested service (i.e., offering of partial service or negotiation of price).

REBID – assigned by Customer to indicate that a new BID_PRICE and/or CAPACITY_REQUESTED over time is being proposed.

SUPERSEDED – assigned by Primary Provider or Seller when a request which has not yet been confirmed is preempted by another reservation request. (Final state).
ACCEPTED – assigned by Primary Provider or Seller to indicate the service request at the designated BID_PRICE and CAPACITY_REQUESTED has been approved/accepted. Depending upon the type of ancillary services required, the Seller may or may not require all ancillary service reservations to be completed before accepting a request.

DECLINED – assigned by the Primary Provider or Seller to indicate that the terms and conditions, such as the BID_PRICE, are unacceptable and that negotiations are terminated or that contractual terms have not been met. (Final state).

RETRACTED - assigned by Primary Provider or Seller when the Customer fails to confirm or withdraw the request within the required time period. (Final state).

WITHDRAWN – assigned by the Customer during request evaluation to withdraw the request from any further action. (Final state).

CONFIRMED – assigned by the Customer in response to the Primary Provider or Seller posting "ACCEPTED" status, to confirm service. Once a request has been "CONFIRMED", a transmission service reservation exits. (Final state, unless overridden by DISPLACED or ANNULLED state).
DISPLACED – assigned by Primary Provider or Seller when a "CONFIRMED" reservation from a Customer is displaced by a higher priority reservation, and the Customer is not offered or has not exercised right of first refusal (i.e. refused to match terms of new request). (Final state).

ANNULLED – assigned by the Seller when, by mutual agreement with the Customer, a confirmed reservation is to be voided or assigned unilaterally by the Primary Provider when a confirmed reservation is to be voided. (Final state).
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
