One potentially confusing abbreviation is SOC. You are using it for Secretary of the Commission (FERC). 

SOC is more broadly used in the industry as an abbreviation for Standards of Conduct. I would suggest either NOT using any abbreviation  for the Secretary of the Commission OR using something different (SOTC for example.) 

Anyone coming across SOC in an industry document will surely think of Standards of Conduct unless the context is so narrow that there is no doubt that it refers to something else.
