 Welcome
Mr. Skiba opened the meeting and welcomed the participants. Ms. Trum provided the antitrust guidelines and called the roll of the Interpretation Subcommittee members.  A quorum was established and the additional attendees on the phone introduced themselves.  Ms. Crockett moved to adopt the agenda and Mr. Wood seconded the motion. The motion passed without opposition.  
The subcommittee reviewed the draft minutes from the October 2, 2007 Interpretations Subcommittee meeting.  A minor change was made to correct the company name of Mr. Greenleaf. Mr. Wood moved to adopt the modified minutes and Ms. Wesley seconded the motion. The motion passed without opposition.

Review of Interpretations Subcommittee Procedures
Mr. Skiba suggested that the subcommittee skip Step 3, “An industry comment period follows [the posting of the request on the NAESB website] on the submitted request - with comments to be filed with the NAESB office electronically. The comments will be posted on the NAESB web site.  The comments will be forwarded to the members of the Interpretation Subcommittee.” of the Steps to Be Followed for an Interpretation and instead proceed as the subcommittee had done last time. There were no objections.

Review and discussion of request for Interpretation C11004
Mr. Pritchard reviewed the interpretation request submitted by Duke Energy, including the two suggested interpretations provided by Duke. Mr. Skiba asked for comments by subcommittee members and Mr. Wood stated that he agreed with Interpretation 2, the literal reading of the standards, as the more appropriate interpretation. Ms. Crockett, Ms. Wesley, Mr. Oberski and Mr. Skiba agreed with Mr. Wood, with Ms. Wesley adding that had the subcommittee intended for the standards to be restrictive, the subcommittee would have worded the standards so originally. Ms. Wesley inquired as to why Duke Energy thought an interpretation would be needed for these standards. Ms. Glassman responded that an independent entity who takes care of Duke’s transmission business thought it was necessary to modify the POR/POD to do a redirect and Duke was unsure whether the standards supported such a modification.
Ms. Wesley, seconded by Ms. Crockett, moved that the subcommittee accept Interpretation 2, the literal reading of the standard. The motion passed unanimously with all subcommittee members present voting affirmatively to adopt Interpretation 2.

Mr. Skiba asked Ms. Trum to prepare a document containing the Proposed Interpretation voted on by the subcommittee to be posted for comment.
