Subject: NERC Operating Committee Subgroup Meetings

As we discussed at the recent meeting in Seattle and as part of NERC’s efforts to reduce costs, the OC is requesting that each subgroup take steps to minimize the NERC and participant costs of conducting, hosting and attending meetings.
