FINAL MINUTES

1. Administrative
Mr. Harshbarger welcomed the participants to the meeting.  Ms. Cunningham gave the antitrust guidelines.  The participants introduced themselves on the phone.  Mr. Skiba moved to adopt the agenda as written.  Mr. Aymond seconded the motion.  The agenda was unanimously approved as written.  
2. Review comments submitted concerning WEQ-004
The group began a review and held discussion as it relates to the formal comments submitted with respect to 2009 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.a/R05020 and 3.a.vii- Coordinate Interchange Standards.  First, the group reviewed the comments submitted by the WEQ Standards Review Subcommittee (SRS) and agreed that the comments should be incorporated into the recommendation.  The group also agreed to incorporate the comments that were submitted by Midwest ISO.  
Next, the group reviewed the comments that were submitted by Entergy.  In response to the general comments submitted as it relates to the capitalization of terms “e-Tag” and Internet, the subcommittee provided the following response: “e-Tag” should not be capitalized.  “e-Tag Authority Service” will be used throughout the document.  The term “Internet” will be capitalized throughout the document.  The group agreed to make conforming changes and provided additional clarity to the term “Approval Entity” as it relates to the Connectivity Problem.  The group provided additional clarity to the Recovery Problems statement within the proposed business practice standards.  

The group further agreed to the modifications to WEQ-004-1and WEQ-004-2 that were suggested in the comments submitted by OATI.  The agreed upon formal comments will be submitted to the WEQ Executive Committee for review and possible vote during the October 27, 2009 meeting. 3. Review comments submitted concerning e-Tag 1.8.1 specifications and schema
The group reviewed and held discussion as it relates to the formal comments submitted with respect to the 2009 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.a, 3.a.vii/R05020: 1.8.1 e-Tag Specifications and Schema.  First, the group reviewed comments submitted by MCG Energy.  After further discussion, the group agreed include these comments into a redline version of the recommendation.  Mr. Harshbarger questioned whether the comments regarding Delivery State should be included in the recommendation.  The group held brief discussion and agreed that the suggestion by MCG Energy would not be incorporated into the JESS suggested comments recommendation.  
In review of the comments submitted by New Brunswick System Operator, the group submitted the following response: The subcommittee has reviewed the comments and determined that it outside of the scope for the e-Tag 1.8.1 Specifications and Schema.  It is suggested that New Brunswick submit a Standards Request to NAESB to address this issue.  In review of the comments submitted by the WEQ SRS, the group submitted the following response: Issues raised could be addressed by a NAESB data confidentiality agreement and an electric registry that was maintained through NAESB.  This is beyond the scope of the e-Tag specification.
The group reviewed the comments submitted by WECC and OATI and agreed to incorporate those comments into the JESS suggested comments recommendation.  With respect to the OATI comments, the group only agreed to incorporate Alternative 1 as suggested.  The subcommittee recognized choosing this alternative to eliminate the need for a schema change. 4. Other Business
The group agreed to review and hold discussion on the e-Tag 1.8.1 Implementation and Test Plans during the October 30, 2009 meeting.

The next NAESB/NERC JESS conference call is scheduled for Friday, October 30, 2009.  A meeting will be held at Entergy in New Orleans, Louisiana on November 18-19, 2009.
