FINAL MINUTES
1. Administrative
Mr. Harshbarger welcomed the participants to the meeting.  Ms. Cunningham gave the antitrust guidelines.  The participants introduced themselves on the phone.  Mr. Cyrulewski moved to adopt the agenda as written.  The agenda was unanimously approved as written.  
2. Update from the WEQ Executive Committee meeting
Mr. Harshbarger provided a brief update on the WEQ Executive Committee (EC) meeting held October 27, 2009.  He noted that the EC reviewed and held discussion on the 2009 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.a, 3.a.vii/R05020- 1.8.1 e-Tag Specifications and Schema.   He stated that during the October 20, 2009 meeting, the JESS reviewed the formal comments and incorporated those comments into the redline version of the e-Tag Specifications and Schema.  He noted, however, that the modifications were lost due to computer error and had to be reconstructed by the subcommittee members.  The reconstructed version of the redlines were reviewed and other minor modifications were made to the document during the EC meeting.  Some EC members expressed concern that all formal comments had not been incorporated into the posted document and requested more time to review the document.  During the EC meeting, Ms. McQuade noted that since the e-Tag Specifications and Schema were not to be filed with FERC, the EC could vote by simple majority pending review by EC members and alternates.  She further noted that if the NAESB office receives a simple majority of negative votes or comments by close of business on Thursday, November 5, 2009, e-Tag Specifications and Schema would not be adopted by the EC.  With a simple majority vote, the EC adopted the 2009 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.a, 3.a.vii/R05020 pending review by the EC.  Mr. Harshbarger noted that he would update the subcommittee if the e-Tag Specifications and Schema receive any negative comments or votes.  The 2009 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.a, 3.a.vii/R05020- 1.8.1 e-Tag Specifications and Schema as revised during the EC meeting is available for review via the following link: http://naesb.org/pdf4/weq_ec102709a1.doc
The EC also reviewed the 2009 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.a/R05020 and 3.a.vii- Coordinate Interchange Standards.  The JESS also reviewed the submitted formal comments during the last meeting and incorporated these comments into a redline version of the recommendation.  Mr. Harshbarger noted that the formal comments submitted by Ms. Wesley of PJM were reviewed and added to the redline version of the recommendation during the EC meeting.  The EC also made other minor corrections to the recommendation.  With a super-majority vote, the EC adopted the 2009 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.a R05020 and 3.a.vii- Coordinate Interchange Standards.  Mr. Harshbarger noted that one notational ballot would be sent out to an EC member, but that vote would not have an impact on the outcome of the EC vote since it passed the super majority.  
3. Feedback from the WEQ Executive Committee meeting

Ms. Cunningham informed the JESS that the NAESB office had not received any negative vote or comments with respect to 2009 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.a, 3.a.vii/R05020- 1.8.1 e-Tag Specifications and Schema.
4. Review of the Implementation and Test Plans for Version 1.8.1
The group reviewed and held discussion as it relates to the e-Tag Version 1.8.1 Implementation and Test Plans.  Mr. Harshbarger noted that the formal comments submitted by OATI modified the e-Tag Specifications by moving the Tag Forwarding functionality from the Tag Authority Service section to the Approval and Agent service sections.  He further noted that no comments were received in regards to the e-Tag 1.8.1 Test Plan that was distributed via the various e-Tag and JESS distribution lists.  He questioned whether the e-Tag Implementation Plan should be delayed.  Mr. Hansen stated that he was not opposed to the Implementation for e-Tag Version 1.8.1 being delayed and noted that it would be extremely difficult to meet the current deadline.  Mr. Sorenson stated that the Implementation could temporarily be delayed to the end of January 2010- beginning of February 2010.  Mr. Skiba made the following motion: Delay implementation of e-Tag 1.8.1 Implementation Plan until first quarter 2010.  Mr. Sorenson seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously without further discussion.  
Mr. Harshbarger noted that during the November meeting, the group can review and set a scheduling for testing and implementation deployment to be completed February 2010.
